Tedmund Hewd,

The Governor General has every desire to furnish information to the Legisla-
ture, and therefore regrets deeply, that for the following reasons he must decline
to comply with the prayer of the Address of the Legislative Assembly of the
tenth instant, presented to him this day by such Members of that Iouse as are
Members of the Exceutive Council. ‘

The Charge of Judge Dwwal to the Petty Jury is not in the possession of the
Grovernor General, nor can it be presumed to exist as a distinct document.

If such a document do exist, the Governor General has no power or authority
to enforce its production.

The Act 7 IV'ZG. cap. 45, expressly secures the Independence of the Judges of
Lower Canada, thereby establishing a great constitutional principle.

The samne Act prescribes a regular mode of proceeding with reference to the
conduet of a Judge :—by Address from two branches of the Legislature.

The Governor General is advised, that to call for words used by a Judge ona
specific trial, is in effect to call that Judge to account for his conduct on the
]lﬂench, and that for the Crown so to call a Judge to account, especially on the
Addvress of one branch of the Legislature, would be, at least, an evasion of the
spirit of the Act, and might serve as a precedent for interference by the Crown
with the independence ot the Judiciary.
