This Was Keynote of An=
nual Meeting in
Loendon.

Directers Tell of Seund
Finances and Bright
Outlook.

From Sunday’s Daily,
London papers just to hand contain-

ing the report of the proceedings at
the annual meeting of the Le Roi Min-
ing company- confirm in extenso the
satisfactory sentiménts occasioned by
the official statements emanating
thereat as conveyed In The Miner's
cabled report of the proceedings., Ed-
ward Clark presided at the meeting,
and among his remarks, all of which
were in a most encouraging strain,

was a cable message just to hand from
Manager Parrish outlining the bright
prospects . for the mine.

A. J. McMillan, managing director,
spoke at considerable lemgth on the
position and outlook for the Le Roi.
He said in part:

“There are individuals—not a-few-—

which there has been spent, -apart
altogether from the purchase price, a
sum of about £100,000, ,.are absolutely
free and unencumbered. As working
capital was not provided, this £300,000
had to be takem out of the ground,
and represents the profits upon ore
extracted. In addition, our liquid as-
sets, as you have heard, are largely in
excess of our liabilities, I shall not
feel -entirely satisfied until the Le Roi
again joins the ranks of the dividend-
paying nies, In my jud t
the Le Rol is in agbetter position to-
day in every respect than it has been
for some years past.”

B. C. IS ADVANCING,

G. 8. Waterlow, re-elected director,
:DOkO in an optimistic vein, remark-
ng: :

“Last year I told you that there
were difficulties in front of us, and I
believe that you will unanimously
agree that we are in a healthier posi-
tion now than we were this time last
year. <(Applause.) And the general
wealth and future -of British Colum-
bia are advancing. Every week al-
ment and some new find, for the coun-
fry is 'hardly seratched; but owing to
the way in which the principal British
Columbian companies have been dealt
with—through ‘the financing methods
of the late Mr., Whitaker Wright-—the
whole country received a great set-
back, which I sincerely trust it may
very soon recover from.

Dur-
ing the year ending 30th June last 50
per cent of the tonnage of ore sent |

ing to ship, and expect to ship very
extensively from the 1350 foot Jlevel,
The cabled returns for the morth of
January show a very marked improve-
ment. Regarding the work st the 1350
foot level, Mr. Parrish states that it is
entirely satisfactory, and that he be-
lieves we have encountered a largé
and profitable ore body. The grade
of ore, he reports, is considerably
above the average values with which
we have been dealing for some time
past. It takes time to open up these
great ore bodies, and whilst we know
that one block on the 1350 foot level
is 185 feet long, of which 117 feet is
solid ore, we do mot yet “know its
height, width and depth, We are also
engaged in oépening up what appears
to be a large and profitable body of
ore at the 800 foot level. T might ex-
plain that there are three main veins,
or ore bodies, on the Le Roi mine. The
great bulk of the ore we have been
dealing with hitherto has been in the
middle vein, but these newer discover-
ies appear to be connected with the
south vein, which has always been
understood to be a very large one,
though in years gone by it was con-
sidered of too low a grade to handle
profitably. It will take time to 'fully
prove these new discoveries, but should
they develop satisfactorily it will add
immensely to the value of' your prop-
erty. I do not wish unduly to raise
your hopes, but I doubt very much
if shareholders appreciate fully the
great significance attaching to the
discovery of a large body of payable
ore at such great depth in the Le Rol
mine as that reported at the 1350 foot
level.

THE OIL PROCESS.

“Mr. Waterlow and I carefully watch-
ed the working of the oil plant on the
Le Roi No. 2 mine at Rossland in Oc-
tober last, and in the light of what
we saw there, and in the light of in-
formation since given to me by the
technical advisers to the Le Roi No. 2
as to results achieved by them, there
would seem to be great possibilities
in this direction. There are, however,
several points upon which further in~
formation is required before a poti-
tive opinion can be expressed in re-
gard to the oil process. We have ask-
ed Mr. Parrish to report fully to us
upon this and other processes, and
when we hear from him, as we expect
to do very soon, we shall no doubt be
able to come to some conclusion in
regard to the whole subject.

PROBABLE LINE OF DEVELOP-

Charles V. Jenkins, of the account-
ing ‘department of the War Eagle-Cen-
tre Stap-companies, has been appoint-
.ed provisional. liquidator of the Giant
Mining ecmpany under the winding-up
order granted upon the petition of
Bdwin Durant.  Mr. Jenkins was nam-
ed''by Chief Justice Hunter in the Jat-
 ter’s. -ordér, grantiag the Durant pe-
tition. ) i

The liquidator thus appointed takes
rrecedence over the receiver appointed
previously, and wili assume .charge cf
the Giant comnpany’s business and zs-
sets forthwith. A. B. Mackenzie, re-
ceiver under tha former order mad:
i ‘the matter, is thus superseded.

Under the winding-up - act .the liqui-
dator is authorized under the direction
of the ceurt to proceed to realizé ap-
on the assets’of the company for the
purpose of satisfying judgment cred-
itors, so far as these assets will pay
the claims established. The first step is
40 compile an aunthenticated list of su*h
indebtedness. The assets of the. com-
pany in lquidation will then be adver-
tised for sale publicly, and the raceipts
of suck sale will be applied pro rata
to the payment of claims..

The legal developments should rot
tequire much’ more than a' month for
their consummation, smd it may be ex-
pected that-the Giant mine will come
tnder the hammer in thirty days or
thereabouts, 'The shareholders of the
company do not appear to have any
likelihood of realizing upon their hold-
ings, and the transfer of the mine to
new owners under a court order will
render the stock valucless. Up to the
present time no action has ‘heen taken
by the sharehelders to secure a defin-
ition of their rights in the premises or

nst | to obtain any protection in the deal.
From

the local viewpoifit the situa-
tion in respect to'the Giant has some
redeeming featurps;. although a num-
ber of local shareholders will regret
the tangle into which the affairs of
the mine have become involved. It is
reasénable to suppose, however, that if
the property changes hands steps will
be taken to place it upon a substan-
tial basis and to commence operations
in the direction of ' develdping .and
equipping the mine. The past record
of the Giant is.exeellent; and the out-
look for its being placed upon a highly
productive basis with a reasonable
amount available for development
work is bright.
