POSITION OF CANADA.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Corrects Some
False Reports.

NO CONDITIONS WERE IMPOSED.

The Alaskan Boundary Was the Only
Question om Which the Jeint High
Commission Disagreed—The Status
Is Just as It Was in February

Last-House Pro-

ceedings.

Ottawa, May 80.—In the House yester-
day Sir Wilfrid Laurier again gave a flat
denial to the statements that have recent-
ly appeared in Ameri and
been reproduced in the O press,
alleging that there is a change in the
position of the Anglo-American commis-
sion, Col. Prior called attention to one of
these items, which alleged that Canada
had stipulated that whatever might be
the result of. the arbitration on the Alaska
boundary, Pyramid Harbor and -a port
on the Lynn Canal should be given to
OCanada.

The Premier’s Statement.

The Prime Minister, Sir Wilfrid Laur-
fer, replled: ““Of ocourse, I have, like
overybody else, noticed the series of
articles and ocorrespondence that have
appeared in the American press. I believe
T am not saying too much when I state
that there is an evident atteapt on the
part of somebody to create the impression
that Canada has taken a very unfair
position in regard to the settlement of the
Alaskan boundary. It has been suggested
in some quarters that the authorities in
Washington must in some degree be re-
sponsible for such a statement appearing
so frequently, so repeatedly, in the Amer-
jcan press. I am quite sure that the
American authorities in° Washington are
free from blame in this matter.

“I am sure they cannot in any way
have authorized or sanctioned any such
expression of opinion appearing in the
press, for the very simple reason that the
American authorities know perfectly well
in what condition the question stands at
the present time. I have only to repeat
that the position to-day, on May 29, is
exactly what it was when the commission
adjourned in the month of February last.
There has been no change, and so far as
this Government 18 concerned, there will
be no change.

“My hon. friend (Mr. Prior) asks me
to state what i8 the contention maintain-
ed by the Government of Canada, or by
the commissioners of Canada, with regard
to the Alaskan boundary. I am not in &
position at this moment to give any
information on this point. I may say
that 1 hope that, perhaps, without mak-
ing any promise or even undertaking to
”‘lpnh! coming events—I hope that
periaps tho negotiations of the commis-
slon upon this subject may be lald before
Parliament during the presont session.
As T say—I make no promise upon this
point.

“I hope that before we separate we
shall be able to lay before Parlinment tho
exact condition of things, that is to say,
the statoment of the views maintained
before the commisssion and of the polnt
on which wo disagreed. While I cannot
say what was the position maintained by
Cuanada upon this ' question, still I may
say, without revealing any secret, that it
is ‘well known by everybody who has
given any attention to the study of the
question of the boundary, that the bound-
ary is.defined by the treaty between
Great Britain and Russia in 1836.
According to our construction of the
treaty, according to the construction that
baé becn maintained all along, the
boundary line should follow the crest of
the mountains nearest to the coast, pass-
ing ower bays and creeks and inlets,
which are territorial waters,

“The contention maintained by the
American authorities all along is that the
boundary line should be placed so as to
place in Amcrican territory the strip of
territory which is given to Russia by the
treaty of 1826, beyond and aboveall head
water. That was the contention, I may
say, which was maintained all along by
both parties, and it may be assumed,
without doing violence to any under-
standing, that this was the position
maintained by the British commissioner.
The contentions of both parties werc 8o
far apart that it shall not surprise any-
one if 1 state that it was difficult to come
to an understanding. Nor shall I surprise
anyone if I stato that we endeavored on
both sides, both American commissioners
and Canadian commissioners, to reach a
settlement by a fair compromise.

“ After we had negotiated on this basis
for a long time we came to the conclu-
sion that even a compromise could not
be reached upon that question, and, hav-
ing reached that conclusion, that it was
not possible by the Commons to effect a

1 t of this q by giving and
taking and by reconciling either party
to the views of the other, we came to the
conclusion that the only thing to be done
was to have the quostion referred to arbi-
tration,

““We proposed, and the statement was
made when we adjourned, that is to say,
the British commissioners proposed, that
the arbitration should be held on the
lines of the Venezuela precedent. That
position was ours, and it was not eoupled
with any other condition. The only
proposition which we made was that the
matter should be referred to arbitration,
and that the arbitration should proceed
exactly on all fours with the lines of the
Venezuela precedent,  All  statements
made that this was coupled with any
other condition are absolutely erroneous.
This is the set statement of the case that
I have to make at this moment, and I
hope I have made it sufficiently clear to
have it understood by everybody in this
House.”’

The report sald the first J of
Dreyfus emanated from Col. Babre, who
was struck with the similarity of the
word ‘“‘artillery’ in the bordereau, and
in a document twritten by Dreyfus. The
report dealt with Lieut.-Col. Henry's
account of his conversation with Dreyfus,
when the latter was transferred to the
Cherche Midi prison. Dreyfus said: “It
is terrible. I am accused of a frightful
thing.”’

Henry then asked what he was accused
of, and Dreyfus replied: ‘I am accused
of the crime of high treason.””

“I don’t know,"’ said Dreyfus. ‘‘I am
nearly mad.

Continuing, the reporter read letters
written by HKsterhazy, abusing France
and the French army, these producing a
deep impression upon the “audience. He
referred to a letter written by Hsterhazy
to Baron Rothschilds, dated June 21,
1804, to the effect that if his application
for monoy was refused he would have no
rosource but to kill hin family and then
commit suicide. Such, said the reporter,
was Ksterhazy's language on  tho eve of
the date when the bordereau was
‘“‘placed.’”’ The inference to he drawn was
that Ksterhazy sought in treason resources
necessary to carry on a life of dissipation.

At this point, with the evident ap-
proval of all who listened, M. Ballot de
Beaupre quoted’ from M. Mornard’s state-
ment, as follows:

Innocent Man Unjustly Condemned.

‘‘Although justice has been rendered
more or less lmpotent with regard to
Ksterhazy by the latter’'s acquittal of the
charge of being the author of the border-
eau, it 18 none the less the duty of the
Supreme Court to restoro to liberty an
innocent man unjustly condemnod.’
