The Rhodope Commission.
A London paper says :—
As our readers are aware, an international 

Commission was appointed to make an inquiry

Austria, Italy, Russia, and Turkey were repre- •
rented in the Commission. According to the 
report signed by the English, French, Italian, 
and Turkish Commissioners, the Mahommedan 
population has suffered the most horrible out­
rages. At Harmanti, 9000 children were 
drowned. A witness, named Abdullah, had 
seen 83 persons decapitated in one village. At 
Selir 16 of the inhabitants were murdered. At 
Sannakoff the young women were carried off. 
Women had their heads cut off, sons were dis- 
membered in the presence of their mothers, 
little children were thrown up and sabred as 
they fell. We cannot in the space of an article 
give any idea of this fearful record of savagery. 
We never read anything so horrible, yet the 
history of war abounds in horrors.

It will be observed that the report is not 
signed by Russia, Germany, or Austria. The 
nouassent of Russia is of no weight, for it is 
not to be expected that she would confess to 
such crimes. . Nor is the assent of Turkey of 
any weight, for it is not to be expected that 
she would disagree with a terrible charge 
against her enemy. We may equally set aside 
the non-assent of the accused and the assent 
of the accuser. There remain five Commis- 
sioners, and three of them—the representatives 
of England, France, and Italy—sign the re­
port. There is then a majority for the report 
and considering the relations between the three 
Emperors, it was not likely that Germany and 
Austria would endorse such a charge against 
Russia. Also, we ought to bear in mind that 
the non-assent of the German and Austrian 
Commissioners does not necessarily imply the 
acquittal of Russia. The dissenting Commis­
sioners might deem the conduct of the Russians 
very cruel, without holding it to be nearly so 
atrocious as represented in the report.

Russia denies that her troops have been 
guilty of conduct so atrocious, and it is not 
improbable that the facts have been exagge­
rated, but it is only too probable that the 
Bulgarians, brutalised by their long subjec­
tion to a most brutal despotism, and mad­
dened by what they suffered last year and X 
the year before, did sometimes glut their 
vengeance by acts of savage violence.

This I 
can say for Her Majesty’s Government, that 
we have never received any intimation what­
ever from any of the signatories of that treaty 
that it. is their desire er their intention to 
evade the complete fulfilment of its terms. 
Unquestionably, in settling the affairs of Eu­

fa spirit and to the letter. And believing 
that the settlement of Berlin expressed in 
the treaty is one which will advance the 
progress and civilization of the world, and 
includes provisions admirably adapted to secure 
peace and maintain peace, Her Majesty's Gov­
ernment would, if necessary, appeal with con­
fidence to the people of this country to sup­
port them in maintaining to the letter and 
complete spirit the Treaty of Berlin, with 
all their energy and all their resources. 
But, my Lord Mayor, I will not believe 
that we can, under any circumstances, be 
driven to • course which otherwise we 
should he determined to pursue, because I 
win give credit to the signatories of the 
treaty for an honorable fulfilment of their 
engagements. I admit that there are para­
graphs in newspapers of a different-import; I 
admit that there is gossip, which may not 
even be authentically reported, of subalterns 
of different States who may have expressed 
different opinions. But the government of the 
world is carried on by sovereigns and states- 
men, and not by anonymous paragraphs- 
or the hairbrained chatter of irresponsible fri- 
volity, and therefore, my lord,. I look with 
confidence to the Treaty of Berlin being car- 
ried out completely in the period which the 
Congress provided for the completion of its 
arrangement, and I believe that by carrying 
that treaty into effect we shall secure and main­
tain an enduring peace fa Europe My lord, I 
have often observed that the month of October 
is very rife with high secrets of State. In the 
month of November they are not so numerous.
