ALOUND THE WORLD.

A Mr. Frank Herman of .on.
don, G. B., hasjust finished a
tour of 106,000 miles. The lfol-
lowing are notes by the way.
The tellow is an infidel and a
scoffer, but his notes are interes-
ting:—

From London, he said,I went

~to France,passed down thiough
Spain and Portugal toGibraltar,
overinto Morocco, Algiers and
Corunna. Went down into the
country a short distance, thence
to Malta and Port Said, passed
through the Suez Canal to is-
malia, and thence by train
trough the deserts to Cairo, xl-
exandria and the Pyramids. .t
Alexandria I viewed(leopotra's
Needle, which is now in New
York,and mused tor quite a time
as to how the beautiful peari~
drinking Queen -manipulated it
in sewing buttons on An eay's
trousers. Takinga doyheeb at
Cairo, | spent 21 days on the
.- ile,the pleasantest ever passed.
The weather was delightinl,and
it seemed, to stretch one’s limbs
in the shade of the broad sail,
that care was banished to anoth-
er world, and ‘the miliennium
of contentment was setting in.
Along the banks, in the rich
fields, the natives were working
just as they did, and with tools
alter the same pattern, ages ago.
L.ccasionally 1 would see a far..
mer irrigating his land with a
pigskin full o1 water on his back,
a lluy stream escaping irom the
nozzle, its flow being governed
by his broad fingers. The most
interesting guide-book 1 found
during those twenty-one days
was the Bible. Journeying to
Suez by train again aboutChrist-
mas, 1 saw the first snowiali
seen in that city lor a score ot
years. after being patiently
collected from the rooi, it was
placed 1n a flower vase, gn,d oc-
cupied a prominent position on
the dinner table. The weather
was unusnally severe for that
climate.

1 then visited the site where
Moses is supposed to have led
the children of .srael across the
Red Sea. Though  gazed on
the waters for.an hour, 1 could
not deem Mo&d§a great general.
At ebb~tide the water 1s very
narrow and very shallow,some..
thing like a hali mile in width
and three feet in depth. At
other times the depth 1s | con~
siderably greater. My opinion
of the matter is that Moses
marched‘le children across be-
tween tidés, and that Pharouh
did not arrive until the tide
changed; then the water was of
some depth, and he met with
disaster. 1he total depth of the
sea at that point is three miles
at high water. At Mecca | found
thousands of fanatic Mussulman
pilgrims who had gathered for
the purpose of kissing the sup-
posed graves of Mohammed,
Adam and Eve. The poor wret-
ches believe that the pilgrimage
to Mecca once made, they are
proof against punishment in the
hereaiter, no matter the number
or enormity of their crime. A
drouth prevailed there, and at
Arden, where a monster tank
with a capacity of 3,000,000 gal-
lons had been erected three

o
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years hefore, there never had
been rain enough to fill it. Con-
densed sea water sold readily at
sixpence a gallon.. Crossing the’
borders of drabia | .sailed over
the Arabian Ocean to Bombay,
and up to Carouchee, a thriving
new port. Nailing up the Per-
sian Gult to Bagdad, 1 found
fever prevailing to so great an
eXtent that 1 returned to Carou-
chee, and went by rail 900 miles
to Jaylinm, the terminus of the
India Railway. I took a camel
then and went through Khyber
Pass to t abul.  Keturning to
india. I visitedin turn the Isle
of Ceylon, Columbo, Adam’s
Peak, Calcutta l.ahore,Lucknow
and all the principal cities of
India. Atthe city of Benares,
on the Ganges, there are 4,000
temples,the goldet temuple being
the finest in the world. The
roof and sides are cov..
ered with sheets of gold and
precious stones, and when the
natives come to worship they
have their hands filled with
gold-leat, and as they pray they
press it to the walls, adding
greatly to the thickiness and
value. Un entering the Golder
lemple 1 tound nothing but
blind animnals—bullocks, dogs
wnd monkeys—and the atmos-
phere was fetid. 7Taking care of
such brutes is the insipid system
ol charity indulged 1 by the
people. The most wonderiul
sight | ever witnessed was the
great festival on the River
Uanges. For ten miles the city
was aglare with lights. - Every
man participates in the festival
and furnishes lights, according
to his position in life. A prince
will contribute a‘thousand, and
the poorest of the poor at least
ene. Chartering a steam launch.

passed several hours on the
river,and as the night was pitch
dark the scene wuas one uever
to be torgutien. The bodies of
all persous dying lor a fortuight
betore were burned that night
on the river bank. From that
point 1 journeyed rapidly to the
great tea district ot India,
through the Himalayas, British
surmah, and to Rangoon,which
well boasts- one of the finest
pagodas extant. It is said to
stand two feet higher than >t.
Paul’s Church London, and its
monster bell has cast upon its
sides the entire Buddha tible. 1
visited Hong Kong, ~hanghai,
Pekin, went up the idver Yang
tse-kiang and to the borders ot
Russia, down by the GreatWall
through the Inland Sea, where
the finest scenery in the world
is spread out to view, to Yeddo
I was well pleased with Japan
and the general simplicity of its
people. Its state of morals,
though, should atford a fine field
lor missionary work.

I reached home on the 4th ot
Uctober, 1880,having completed
a tour of the world in 13 mos.
to the day. Alter spending nine
days at home | again started out
oq thess. “Nova Scotia” lorNew
ioundland, and from there went
to Halifax N. »., and drove all
around the peninsula. Shortly
after I went to NewZealand,anu
then visited the Liavanas, Porto
..1co, San Domingo, Jamaica,
Barbadoes,StKitts, Gruadeloupe,
Martinique, 1rmmdad, British
Gruiana, going from there tokio,
and around «ape riorn to Lima.
Thence 1 proceeded to FPanaina,
crossed the isthmus, and arnved
just ‘on the day that the first
batch of engineers arrived to
sturt the canal. A great many
people scem to think that the
work will never be carried
through, but 1 came across ali
the country it has to go through,
and 1 am sure it will be com-
pleted. It certainly is a little
hot and malarious, but the class
of people that they are now gett-

ing to do the wiork do not feel it |

atall. They are mostly Jamaica
negroes and others irom the
vicinity, the original men
bxought out being only over..
seers.

The place looks very busy and
building lots are bringing any
amount of money. From there
I went to Vera Cruzand thence
to the eity of Mexico. I then
rode 500 miles on horseback

through Texas to Nan Antonio.

A DOCIOR'S HEROISM AT
MATWAND.

When will a fulland accurate
account of the battle of Mai=
wand be written ? Passing in..
terests is revived by the court
martial at Bombay ; but unless
some detailed story 1s soon pub-~
lished the historian of the tuture
will have but few facts on which
to enlarge.
