Its Effects upon England’s Commereial |
Progress.
From the Leamington Spa .Courier.

If the advocates of our-one-sided free trade
system would but look matters fairly in the
face, instead of taking certain stereotyped
phrases for granted, they would soon experi-
ence uneasy consciences. Not only have
neaily all our own industries been seriously
injured by a system which places British
manufacturers and traders at a disadvantage,
but foreign nations are busy in devising
means by which our remaining commerce
may be attacked. Having ruined our sugar
industries by what is known as'the * Bounty
system,” zht?' are about to' apply a principle
they have found to act so well to our
shipping trade. Last week tle French
Senate, 256 votes to 5, ‘pmed
the unew Merchant Shipping bill, the
objéct of which is to stimulate, by
means of bounties, the French shipping and
shipbnildh:i trades;. Among otger
visions of ‘this measure, it is proposed tm
upon all vesgels built in France, the State
shall pay a bounty of from 16f. to 60f, per
ton, ‘according to the class of ship, in addi-
tion to a duty of 6f. per ton upon the en-
gines and machinery of steamships, and a
mileage rate per voyage—these payments
being professedly made as an  equivalent for
the import duties which the State levies upon
ghipbmlding materials.  Persons unfamiliar

Proposed Amendments.

In the Senate Hon. Mr. Aikins, Minis-
ter of Inland Revenue, has introduced the
following bill to amend the Inland Revenue
Act of 1880 :— 2
