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MANY INJURED IN RI0TS.

FighU Between Tenants end Landlords 
in New York.

New York, Jan. 9—Rent riots on the 
fcast tide today brought out the police 
reseives before order was restored. 
Many of the combatants were injur­
ed and five arrests were made. The 
police need their clubs freely, but 
th .re was no way to obtain the num­
ber qf injured, as they were hurried 
away and cared for by friends. Thé 
disorders were general throughout the 
affected district..

The most serious trouble occurred 
on' East Eleventh street, where a land­
lord who had b'en unable to collect 
rent ordered his tenants to remove 
the American and Socialistic flags 
with which the strikers had decorat­
ed the tenement. The landlord woe 
hooted and jtered by the tenants and 
other strikers, who were holding a 
mass meeting in -the house, and he 
called the police. The striking ten­
ants resented the appearance of the 
officers, and in the clash that follow­
ed the reserves used their night 
sticks vigorously. Five protesting ten­
ants, somewhat battered, were arrest­
ed. The offending decorations were 
removed.

Hardly had order been restored at 
this point when the polies reserves 
were hurried to East Twelfth street, 
where striking tenants were making a 
demonstration against a landlord who 
had objected to the flying of red flags 
over his property. The crowd failed 
to obey the police order to disperse 
and was set upon with night sticks. 
One woman, it is reported, was rend­
ered insensible during the fight, in 
which wives and daughters, as well as 
fathers and sons, participated. The 
police tried to gain entrance into the 
tenement, but the strikers barricadèd 
the door, and, a sortfolancs of order 
having been restored, the officers 
withdrew. Ambulances were summon­
ed to care for the injured, but the 
strikers declined to admit the physic­
ians, stating that they would call their 
own doctors.

There were several other outbreaks, 
which were checked by the police, 
and all during the day the teeming 
East side swarmed into the streets and 
held impromptu meetings. There 
w.re many altercations between the 
landlords and tenants, and the re­
serves of four precincts were kept in 
readiness to respond to emergency 
calls.

Several mass me stings were held to­
night by the strikers. It was announc­
ed at the headquarters of the strik­
ers that the organizing of the tenants 
in New Jersey cities is going on rap­
idly and that by Fçb. 1 over 60,000 
tenants in those cities will be ready 
to en.orce their demands for lower 
rents.

Winnipeg, Jan. 9.—The feature'of yes­
terday’s proceedings in the legislature 
wae the two and a half hour speech by j 
T. H. Johnson, the member for the new :

casion was a continuation of the debate 
on the address in reply to the speech 
from the throne. Mr. Johnson, spong­
ing with the readiness of a practiced de­
bater, criticised the telephone -deal in a 
màsterly fashion, showing that whereas 
the government had said they copld in­
stall a system at a cost of $106 per phone 
they were now buying out the Bell com­
pany at the rate‘of $232 per phone: He 
alec condemned the way in which the 
attorney general’s department was ad­
ministered, and complained that justice 
was being disregarded.

George Steele, Cyprus, will continue 
the debate on the address this afternoon, 
other probable speakers being George W. 
Walton of Emerson and J. B. Tauson.

A council meeting was held this morn­
ing with the ministers all present ex­
cept the provincial treasurer, Hon. Mr.

j idea he had caught in the old coun-
i try, of having a moving picture outfit 

owned by the association. An expert
could be employed to work it, arailiet 
man to lecture to farmers, and a tho-d 
to act as advertiser or advance agent.

Mr. Fletcher believed the plan could 
be made pay its own expenses, xvnile 
the villages and more isolated s-.ltle1- 
ments could be brought in touch 
with the others by the periodical vis­
its of the association’s moving j ic- 
ture show. In a country like this 
where so many of the settles did not 
understand English lectures or ciuu- 
lars, he thought considerable informa­
tion in farming methods could be pre­
sented to them in these pictures very 
effectively.

He intimated to the assemblage 
that as the association was still very 
young it was open to receive sugges­
tions of many kinds and some of these 
might prove quite practicable.

Mr. Woolford followed in a brief 
talk, dealing with the difficulties of 
organization. He said that one rea­
son farmers were opposed to an asso­
ciation of this kind was that many 
of them had previously belonged to 
badly-managed and unsuccessful or­
ganizations, and they were chary of 
joining another. He felt that the as­
sociation was speedily becoming so 
strong that they could impress their 
strength on the farmers throughout 
the province, who could not fail to 
see the various ways in which the as­
sociation was guarding their interests.
He cited instances of concessions the 
association with the board of trade 
had obtained for farmers in his dis­
trict.

Agricultural College.
Tire resolutions concerning the re­

moval of the cattle embargo and the 
future agricultural college of Alberta, 
were keenly fi briefly. discussed by 
several members, the ensuing debate 
being so capably carried on as to be 
quite enjoyable to onlookers.

The college motion was supported 
by Mr. Jamieson, of Red Deer, who 
again offered a free site for the build­
ing if put in Red Deer and by Mr Wool- 
ford. It was opposed by J. G. Arthur, 
of Vermilion, who laughingly met Mr.
Jamieson’s offer of a free site with 
one on his own land at Vermilion; 
by Thomas Baalim, who wants pri­
mary education to receive all the at­
tention for the next few years, and 
by Secretary Stevens, who stated that 
the association should rather ask the 
government to help them market ad­
vantageously what they now produce 
on the farms, instead of demanding 
instruction as to producing more.
They needed the pork packing plant 
first.

J. G. Arthur, of Vermilion, a cul­
tured and fluent speaker and native 
of New Zealand, who has been lured 
from that attractive portion of the 
Empire by Alberto’s advantages, 
agreed with Mr. Stevens. He did not 
think the pr^esnt moment opportune 
to make this demand of the govern­
ment. Already they were asking a 
great deal of the government of a 
new province, and there was danger of 
loading it down. Whilst in eympathy 
with the hope of suc.h a. college, and 
appreciating the country’s need of it, 
he felt it was the State’s first duty to 
exercise itself strongly to perfect edu­
cation in its primary forms before 
reaching out to the more ambitious.

Mr. Speakman moved an amend­
ment that the resolution be referred 
to the Legislation Committee. This 
amendment carried.

When the resolution concerning the 
Japanese question catoe up, Mr.
Speakman suggested that it was not 
wise to burden a farmers’ organiza­
tion with too many outside questions.
This was a frequent caùse of the fail­
ure of such organization. The chair­
man approved of the resolution, but 
there was no time to continue the dis­
cussion.

A motion to adopt a button-emblem 
oi membership in the Association was 
adopted with enthusiasm by the con­
vention.

New York, Jan. 9.—One-half of the 
jury to try Harry Thaw was com­
pleted when court adjourned shortly 
:,e;ore six o'clock to-night. The orig­
inal venire of, three hundred special 
servies jurers had been exhausted at 
that hour, and the customary night 
-itting was abandoned. Two hundred 
additional talesmen have been ordered 
to report to-morrow, when the t^sk of 
searching out satisfactory trial jurors 
will again be taken up. The oath of 
service was administered to-day to 
three men, making six in all who 
have been finally accepted. Three 
provisional jurors were also in the 
box at the close of the day’s session, 
but they are still subject to perempt- 
orv challenges.

fhe defence has- now exercised 
eleven of the thirty challenges, and 
the prosecution eight.

The sworn jurors, in their respective 
positions, are: Charles E. Gremmel, 
ship broker, foreman ; Arthur R. 
Xaething, baker ; George W. Cary, 
drygoods; George C. Rupprecht, sales­
man; John H. Hplbert, mineral wat­
ers. David E. Arrowsmith, manager.

The provisional jurors are: William 
McAdie, salesman ; ' George Mettze, 
drugs; James S. Davidson, clerk.

The plan of maintaining both per 
manent and temporary jurors in the 
trial panel will be kept up until 
twelve men finally are selected for 
service, is unique in New York courts, 
and has imposed a double duty upon 
the guards, who are directed each 
night to keep the sworn jurors and 
the provisionals separate. In the 
selection of the jury, Martin W. Lit­
tleton, Thaw’s senior counsel, is so 
conducting his examination of tales­
men as to indelibly impress upon them 
the fact that if the defence intro­
duces evidence tending to show that 
Thaw wa« insane at the time of the 
Madison Square garden tragedy, the 
burden of proof falls upon the shoul­
ders of the district attorney, and he 
must prove teyond all reasonable 
doubt that the defendant was legally 
sane. This principle of law was not 
so clearly enunciated at the formel 
hearing.

Thaw’s attorneys today furnished 
the first big surprise of the second trial 
by admitting that several of the ex­
pert witnesses who served on the staff 
of the district attorney at the first 
trial, and who declared when Mr. 
Jerome made application for a lunacy 
commission that in their opinion 
Thaw was so insane as not to know 
the nature of the proceeding against 
him, and was entirely incapable of 
intelligently advising with his coun­
sel, are now under subpoenae by the 
defense.

They made affidavit that in their 
opinion Thaw, at the time of the In­
quiry, was suffering from an incur­
able form'of insanity. These same 
doctors, however, had previously testi­
fied on the .witness stand, in response 
to Mr. Jerome’s famous hypothetical 
question, that they believed Thaw 
knew what he was about when he 
shot and killed Stanford White. 
This move, it is said, is intended by 
the defense as a block to the prose­
cution in putting these same doctors 
on the stand, and is taken by some 
as showing a determination that 
Thaw shall not be convicted even 
with the danger of a stay in an asy­
lum for the criminal'insane at Matte- 
wan as the alternative..

The alienists who were the mainstay 
of the prosecution at the first trial 
were Drs. William Mabon, Carlos 
MacDonald and Austin Flint. They 
were present at the former hearing 
from the very first day, and their 
absence this year has been commonly 
noted.

The defense in the present trial is 
insanity at the time White was killed. 
In making out this case it will re­
quire delicate handling to show Thaw 
so mentally deranged at that time as 
not to know the nature or quality df 
his act, and at tile same time show 
that he is now mentally sound.

If they are placed on the stand Mr. 
Littleton may interrogate and draw 
from these men the opinion that Thaw 
was also insane at the time of the 
homicide, and then endeavo- to limit 
all testimony as to the defendant’s 
mental condition to the immediate 
period of the tragedy. If successful in 
this the defense would force a trial of 
the case strictly on Thaw’s mental con­
dition in the summer of 19C6.

This in turn would force District At­
torney Jerome again to apply for a 
lunacy commission, and Thaw’s attor­
neys were confident of his ability suc­
cessfully to fight his claim of present 
sanity before such a board.

St. Paul, Minn, Jan. 10.—Present in­
dications are that the Canadian north­
west will draw an exceptionally heavy 
movement of new settlers from the 
United States this year. It should sur­
pass the banner record for 1907. This is 
not only based on the fact that the Am­
ericans have come to realize that the 
Canadian northwest offers splendid op­
portunities, but also because the rail­
roads have awakened to the fact and 
are offering rates to the Canadian north­
west this year which are exceptionally 
favorable.

Due to the efforts of the Canadian Pa­
cific and the Canadian Northern to sti­
mulate settlement along their systems, 
the lines which lead to St. Paul from 
the east and south are offering home- 
seekers’ rates to the Canadian north­
west this year which are on a parity 
with those in existence to the southwest 
for a couple of seasons. There has been 
a tendency to equalize the rates to the 
two territories for some time, but it is 
not until this year that the lines in the 
northwest have been able to place the 
rates to the southwest and the Canadian 
northwest on a parity.

Did Not Go to Stay.
The southwest has been drawing a 

heavy movement of settlers for a couple 
of seasons on account of extremely low 
rates—rates which were lower . than to 
any section of the country. But it is 
claimed that many of the homeseekers 
who have taken advantage of these low 
rates did not take the trips with any in­
tention of settling in the souhtwest. An 
exceptionally large number 'have travel­
led on these low rates in the winter for 
pleasure jaunts, getting away from the 
winters of the northwest for a spell and 
also to take in the scenery and enjoy a 
recreation. Then railroad officials are 
responsible for the assertion that many 
of the new settlers in the southwest have 
taken up their stakes as soon as they 
realized the position they were in and tak­
en up homes in the Canadian northwest. 
This has been done in a surprising de­
gree, it is said.

It is believed in certain places that 
the southwestern lines have come to a 
realization that their campaign for new 
settlers has not met with the desired 
results fro mthe fact that they have 
sanctioned to cheaper rates being granted 
to the Canadian northwest this year 
without making a fight, which it-is be­
lieved they would wage if they knew that 
they could stem the tide of immigration 
northward.

Tho maximum homeseekers’ rate to 
points within a certain prescribed ter­
ritory in Texas, where the Southwestern 
tines have been endeavoring to plant 
settlers, has been raised $5 this year. On 
the other hand a maximum rate has been 
established to points in Western Saskat­
chewan and eastern* Alberta. This is

Chief of Police Issues Orders to Clear 
City of Criminals—Bandits are 
Youths—Fifty-two Hold-ups and 
Hundred Olher Robberies.EARL AND BARON ADRIFT.

Holder of Irish and Dutch Titles 
Down in His Luck.

St. Louis, Jan. 9—For three months 
H. A. Wilson Vanreede, claiming tô 
be Earl of Athlone, Baron Vanreede, 
former captain in the Boer army, a 
graduate of the University of Bonn 
and a master of foug languages, has 
tramp d the streets of St. Louis in 
an unsuccessful search for work.

Early in November he obtained em­
ployment polishing stoves in a furni­
ture house. But his employer learned 
that the stove polisher was of nobl. 
blood and highly educated, and turn­
ed him adrift at the end oi two weeks 
in order to employ some one who 
would be permanent in tne stove pol­
ishing business.

That was the last work of any kind 
thtat the soldier-nobleman has been 
able to obtain. He has applied for 
everything from ■ a railroad clerkship 
to a ditch digger. Mr. Vanrtede, in 
describing his experiences, said: —

"I arrived in St. Louis about three 
months ago, having been in this 
country about seven months, working 
at odd jobs. I have the Irish title of 
Earl of Athlone, bestow:d on my 
great-grandfather by William III., 
whom he accompanied to England. I 
also have the Dutch itle of Baron 
Vanreede. There are no estâtes at­
tached to either title. I care less 
about this rank now than I do about 
getting some kind of work, day labor 
or anything else. I have made appli­
cation for about 300 different jobs,

“I was in the railroad business in 
"South Africa for sixteen years, and I 
understand all branches of railroad 
clerking. I have appli d for positions 
of this kind in St. Louis. In one inst­
ance I even secured admission to the 
office of the president of the road and 
made my application to him person­
ally. He told me that he could do 
nothing for me in the first place on 
account of my age. I am 53.”

Despite his age, Mr. Vanreede looks 
young and is possessed of a vigorous 
and robust physique and a soldierly 
bearing.

“The only thing I a?e to do is to 
apply for domestic employment,” he 
continued, ‘‘tending furnaces or hors­
es or something of that kind. If I had 
known how bad things were going to 
be I would .have written home for 
funds. I have written, but it takes 
at least twenty-four days to get a 
letter to Holland and back, so it will 
be some time before I get any return 
from my message to my brothers and 
sisters.”

Chicago, Jan. 9—At the end of forty- 
eight of the bloodiest h i.iva Chicago 
has known. Chief of Police Sliippy last 
night issued sweeping orders to clear 
the city of every 'criminal. Com­
manding officers read instructions at 
the forty-five station’s and supplement­
ed them with advice to “shoot quick 
if a suspect makes a bad move.” 
Seeking explanations for the wave of 
crime Chief Shippy thinks hè has dis­
covered that:—

“Chicago’s most desperate crimin­
als are boys or young men hardly out 
of their teens. Of forty two hold-ups 
men whose èxjiloits have terrorized 
keepers oi small stores and saloons 
within the past week, and perhaps 
one hundred in other, robberiee, nearly 
every bandit has been a youth. They 
are of the type brought into cqji- 
spicuousness by Vandine, Neidermey- 
er and Marx, the car barn bandits.

“Their graduation has been through 
slum homes, comer saloons, neigh- 

■»'»d cig'r stores and poplrpooms. 
"heir text books liaVe been sporting 
beets, score cards, etc. Agitation of 

tas made them think that all 
'lii'als who escape

mri-ionment at will. They have 
been encouraged by the escape recent­
ly of Guy Van Tassel, slayer of Po­
liceman Luke Fitzpatrick, from a mer­
ited death penalty.”

City Terrorized.
Largs sections of the city are in a 

state of terror because of frequently 
recurring crimes of violence. Women, 
and in some districts even men, ara 
afraid to ventui'e out at night. The 
remarkable conditions are compared 
with those existing in medieval Lon­
don when there were no policemen and 
highwaymen infested the streets.

Two patrolmen killed by criminals, 
two robbers mortally wounded, two 
double murders and suicides attempt­
ed with the- result that both will prove 
successful as soon as victims now lin­
gering die, and another murder, are 
the record within two days.

Policeman Michael D. Callaghan 
died teday from a wound inflicted by 
a bandit. “Dave” Henderson has 
been identid'd as hie slayer. -

Detective W. R. Mooney expired 
yesterday from a bullet charged to 
have been fired by James McLain, 
an ex-convict.

How Rates Have Been Equalized. 
The following comparison shows the 

nanner in which homessekers’ rates 
’lave been equalized to the Canadian 
Northwest and the Southwest : Last year, 
it cost the homeseeker only $34 to go 
from Chi-ago to El Paso, Texas, and 
return, while he was charged $50.30 to 
Macleod, Alberta. This year, the tar­
iff quotes a round trip rate of $40 from

the respective territories are thé same, 
and demonstrates to’an eminent degree 
the equalization of4he rates to tjie two 
rempetitive territories.

Besides these rates quoted by connec­
ting lines in St. Paul, the Canadian 
roads this week over the Soo line put in 
a special homeseekers’ tariff to points in 
Manitoba, Alberta and Saskatchewan, 
which are lower in a considerable de- 
free than quoted by connecting lines as 
well as the regular one'way rates. There 
js no basis for these rates, but they have 
been made arbitrarily.

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STEEL WORKERS GET BONUS

Three Thousand Employees in Brad- 
dock, Pa., Plant Benefit by Plan.

Braddock, Pa., Jan, 9—The McClin- 
tcck-Marshall Construction company’s 
plant here, operating with 3,000 cm 
ployees, making steel girders, has put 
into effect a bonus distribution plan, 
regarded as an improvement over pro­
fit-sharing schemes of other concerns. 
When the shops increase their output 
beyond a certain limit, the bonus is 
raised for every hundred tons’ in­
crease. The offer became, effective 
last fall, but the employes did hot 
have a fair opportunity to work the 
plant to its limit until last month, 
when orders came with a rush. Two 
shops, employing 400 men. received 
the bonus, which ranged from $14.85 
to $20 for every workman beyond the 
stated wag's. The men have just re­
ceived the money.

Small Arms Smuggled Into China.
San Francisco, Jan. 8.—That small 

arms in large quantities have been 
smuggled into the interior of China 
from this city has come to the notice 
o' the Imperial Consul at this port, 
Sun Sze Yee. The information came 
in the form of an official notice from 
Viceroy Chang of Canton. An influen­
tial Chinese of Napa, California, nam­
ed Lee Ming Yai, was arrested with a 
irunkload of small arms and another 
of ammunition in his possession. He 
was set free because of his age and the 
influence behind him. An edict was 
issued shortly afterwards by the Vice­
roy making it a capital offence to 
import weapons of any kind into the 
interior of China. Notices concerning 
the edict are posted in local China­
town, and Chinese leaving here for 
home are warned against taking arms 
with them. The edict is to guard 
against the possiblity of the Boxers 
being supplied and armed for further 
outbreak.

FAILURES NORMAL.

Dun’s Review Shows 1907 Was Not 
Exceptional for Insolvencies.

Toronto, Jan. 9—Dun’s review, just 
published, shows that the Canadian 
insolvencies for the year just closed 
were not above the average. In fact 
they were. below the figures for nine 
of, the previous thirteen years. The 
liabilities, 'however, were . slightly 
high^Thjm in any previous year since 
IW7. Thecommerdal failures numb­
ered 1,278, as against 1.184 in I906,with 
liabilities of $3,221,259 against $9,- 
085,773. The manufacturing failures 
were 393 and $667,452 in amount, 
against 263 with liabilities of $3,482,- 
SlX last year. Trading failures were 
m-ueh better as compared witn the 
previous year, being only 847 against 
836, involving $5,756,651, as against 
$6,145,142 a year ago. Th:rtv three 
other commercial failures, inviviug 
$797,156 are recorded.

An enormous column of 
smoke arose from the crater and spread 
out for miles. President Matteucy, dir­
ector of the observatory, said that there 
wae no danger of new eruptions, the 
sinking of the cone merely being a geo­
logical phenomenon.

Berlin Woman Can Not Meet the Po­
lice Requirements.

Berlin, Jan. 10.—The career of wo­
man auto cab drivers in Berlin ended 
yesterday. The only woman who is 
licensed to drive is Frau Von Paph, 
who gave up her grip on the steering 
wheel and retired because she did not, 
possess sufficient enterprise to stand 
the work. Twenty other women who 
for months past have been learning to 
drive failed to satisfy the police re­
quirements. The cab companies show 
no disposition to engage any more 
women. -
