RASIES IN THE SOUTH.
Word was received by Chief of 

Police Lancey yesterday that the 
attack of rabies amougs the dogs of 
Bed Deer and Innisfail had. it was 
thought, been wiped oui, after a 
large number of the canines of these 
towns had been billed. A Red Deer 
exchange, speaking of the matter, has 
the following: "Considerable alarm 
has been caused in town owing to the 
discovery that several dogs have been 
troubled with rabies or hydrophobia, 
and the government veterinary has 
been in town the past few days in 
regard to the matter. Dogs have 
been noticed acting strangely, biting 
oilier dogs and frothing at the mouth. 
The veterinary pronounces it rabies, 
and that most stringent- measures 
mus be adopted to stamp out the 
disease. The mayor has issued an 
order that dogs must be kept in, and 
all dogs found running at huge will 
be shot. Chief Rothnie and several 
assistant have destroyed some fifteen 
or twenty dogs and their bodies have 
been burned. It will uow be up to 
the citizens to see that thc law is 
carried out, and the first symptom of 
anything wrong should cause the 
death of the animal. A person trifling 
with this matter is trifling with life 
and death. It has been suggested 
that all dogs be muzzled, as they are 
in the old country during an epidemic 
of this kind, then there would be no 
danger of being bitten. The town 
will be quarantined probably for some 
months.
