North of Arras the enemy were dis-' 
lodged by the French from the re­
maining' trenches on the line captur­
ed on the 8th July. Later by an attack 
last night the Germans , recaptured 
the Souchez cemetery, and some im­
mediately adjoining trenches.

The Russian Government report 
that the enemy retreated hastily af­
ter the Russian counter-attack near 
the village of Bystrzyca on the Lub­
lin front.

ACTIVITY ON WEST FRONT.
PARIS, via St. Pierre, July 12.

It was a very active night on sev­
eral points of the front. In Arras 
sector the enemy, after having 
thrown a big number of asphyxiating 
shells, tried, about midnight, an at­
tack south of Souchez, which failed. 
A sëfcond German attack about 2 a.m. 
gave them possession of the cemetery 
and several adjoining .trenches. A 
vevy sharp struggle took place by 
means of grenades in trenches south­
east of Neuville St. Vaast, without 
any respective gain. On the plateau 
north of the Oise a violent bombard-* 
ment on both sides occurred. In thb 
Argonne there were mining opera­
tions. In Wœvre the enemy fierce­
ly bombarded Fresnes with shells of 
all sizes, and attempted several at­
tacks, one near Vaulx en Wœvre, 
others in Apremont forest, at Vaulx 
ferry and Tete de Vache, but these, 
attacks were repulsed. In the Vos­
ges the Germans exploded a mine

tip the Rufiji River, in a position 
which rendered attack ' against her 
most difficult, only shallow draught, 
ships being able to get sufficiently 
close to engage the cruiser effective­
ly. Two months ago the Admiralty 
decjded to Send two river monitors,' 
namely the Severn, Capt Fullerton, 
and the Mersey, Commander Robert 
A. Wilson, to assist the Commander 
in Chief at the Cape Station, Vice- 
Admiral Hall, in the operations. The 
position of the Koenigsberg was ac­
curately located by aircraft, and ’ as 
soon as the monitors were ready, 
operations were begun on the morn­
ing of July 4th. The monitors enter­
ed the' river-and opened fire, to which 
the Konigsberg replied, immediately 
firing salvos with five guns with ac­
curacy and rapidity. The Mersey was 
hit twice, four men being killed and 
four wounded by one shell.. As the 
Konigsberg was surrounded by the 
jungle, the aeroplanes experienced, 
great difficulty in locating the fall of 
our shot. She Was hit five times 
early in the action, but after the 
monitors had fired for six hours, the 
aeroplanes feported that the Konigs- 
berg’s masts were still standing. A 
shell burst on her decks, and she 
caught fire between her masts. She 
continued to fire with one gun inter­
mittently for a while, but for the last 
part of the engagement she did not 
fire. Although not totally destroyed 
as a result of this engagement,, she 
probably was incapacitated. The 
Commander in Chief'reports that the 
task of the monitors was a difficult 
one on account of the jungle trouble 
preventing aeroplanes ' from .accurate­
ly spotting the shots, but that they 
were assisted by H.M.S. Weymouth, 
on; which ship the Commander hi 
Chief flew his flag which followed 
them across the Bar River and en­
gaged all the guns on the banks, 
while H.M.S. Pioneer, of the Royal 
Australian Navy, engaged the guns 
at the mouth of the river. To com­
plete the destruction of thé Konigs- 
berl, the Commander in chief ordered 
a further attack: on July 11th. A 
telegram has now been received, 
stating that the ship is a total wreck, 
in this last engagemènt our casual­
ties were only two men wounded on 
the Mersey.

THE LAST OF THE KONIGSBERG.

The United States is a great coun­

try to think in slogans. As a rule, 
we sit around waiting to adopt a 
great thought until some one séts it 
to music.

A year or two ago, some genius 
syncopated the idea that it was bet­
ter to be cautious than anything else 
and ever since then “Safety First” 
has been the watchword in this re­
public.

“Safpty First” is a splendid Watch­
word. It lias already saved hun­
dreds of lives in American factories. 
When a factory looks at safety first 
and dividends afterwards it does not 
becoine â pest to humanity as 11 once 
did when it was cheaper to pay dam­
ages on human junk in a steel mill 
than ft was to slow up a little and 
save a “Hunky” for his family.

Since the railroads have taken up 
the question of “Safety First,” a 
large number of passengers have es­
caped death who, according to sta­
tistics, would be mangled reSains 
under the old plan. Still this is al­
most balanced by the number of pa­

trons who have starved to death while 
waiting for the trains to get some­
where.

“Safety First” is all right on a 
railroad, but it ought not to be ac­
complished by running stationary en­
gines. Europe combines safety with 
speed in a manner which would be a 
revelation to many an American man­
ager.

In many cases “Safety First” is a 
greqt curse. Too often the automo- 
bilist who runs down the pedestrian 
adopts this motto instead of driving 
back and taking "his medicine.

'“Safety First” is algo a great mot­
to for the man with a deep crimson 
thirst for. revenge. By trailing his 
victim lie may eventually get him in­
to a state which gives a man a life 
sentence fpr murder and then com­
mutes it to five- years for good be­
haviour. There he kills him With a 
glad smile. If we were going to be 
a murderer we would pick our state 
first, with anxious care.

Safety First” as a national policy 
will prevent many a cruel war. By 
hacking rapidly dowp, wit^.^a nerv­
ous smile whenever a dispute oc<

•a- nation may accumulate pe&çe„ and 
' many,’ years. °4*"dividends

there are people who would just as 
soon be in the trenches for a year as' 
under the bed all the time.

Over in China the government at ■ 
last threw away “Safety First” 
which had been Its motto for 4,000 
years and dared Japan to come on. 
Much to its surprise it Is still intact. 
“Bluff First” is used as a policy fully 
as often as “Safely First.”
