Doesn’t this Canada of ours possess an
dd climate? A week ago we were
shivering from exdess of cold, now we
are sweltering in a summer heat. As
consequences, the earth has become
parched, the dust sweeps in unrestrained
freedom through our almost deserted
streets, and the growth of grass and
plants has been very rapid. Both
farmers and gardeners desire rain.—Last
Thursday a large portion of tfe wall ad-
joining the abutments of the Victoria
Bridge .gave way and was precipitated
into the river.
