« The Polar and Tropical World»" ia 

the title of a book by Dr. O. Hartwig, 
edited, with additional ohaptera, by Dr. A. 
H. Guernsey, and splendidly Ulaatrated 
from designs famished by artists in the 
regions to which they relate. For some 
time geographical exploration and dis- 
oovery have been prosecuted with great 
energy and sucoess, so that regions which 
only a few years ago were represented by 
a blank space upon the map, and whose 
very names were not known, aie now 
opened up, and are becoming highways of 
intercourse. These researches have been 
conducted not only in the interests of 
commerce, but also oi science, and, in 
some instances,.to ascertain the fate of 
adventurers who had imperilled or lost 
their lives, such as Franklin and Living­
stone. In the regions treated of in this 
work exploration has been specially ac­
tive, and in one, the Tropics, has been 
rich in results.

The aim of the author in preparing the 
work and giving it to the public may be 
learned from this sentence—“ To describe 
the Polar and Tropical Worlds in their 
principal natural features, and to po'nt 
out the influence of their respective cli­
mates upon the development of animal 
and vegetable life, and particularly upon 
human beings.” On looking to the con­
tents we see at once that this purpose has 
been kept steadily in view, and on exam­
ining the book we can safely say it has 
been attained. The “Polar World” 
comprises forty-two chapters, treating of 
such subjects as the Arctic Lands, Arctic 
Land Quadrupeds and Birds, Arctic Seas, 
Arctic Marine Animals, Conquest of 
Siberia by the Russians, their Voyages of 
Discovery along the shores of the Polar 
Seas, Arctic voyages of Discovery from the 
Cabots to Baffin, to McClintock, includ­
ing those of Franklin, Ross' and Simpson, 
and then of Kane and Hayes ; while at 
the close of the book two chapters are 
added on Hall’s last Expedition,' and the 
fate of the Polaris, with Illustrations, in­
cluding maps of’ the Polaris Voyage, of­
ficers of the Pplaris, discovery of the Pol­
aris camp, maps of Western and Eastern 
Hemisphere, and charts of the Western 
and Eastern Arctic Regions. The por­
tion of the work on the Tropical World 
consists of fifteen chapters, treating of 
the ocean .and of atmosphere, table lands 
and plateaux, savannahs and deserts, 
tropical forests, etc. We can say of the 
work as a whole that it is a valuable one, 
full of interesting information. A copy 
should be in every family. The type is 
clear and distinct, and the illustrations 
are beautifully executed. It is published 
by J. W. Lyon, Guelph, and reflects great 
credit on his enterprise.
