London, Deo. 9.—A gale of great vio­
lence prevails on tho coast, and a num­
ber of marine disasters have already been 
reported. A large vessel, supposed to- 
be the John Cook from Quebec for 
Shields, hue been totally wrecked, and 
fifteen of tbe crew drowned. Nine ves­
sels are ashore at Hartlepool, and sever­
al at Beaham. The gale has done much 
damage to houses and other other pro­
perty on the shore.

London, Dec. 10.—The storm of yes­
terday was very disastrous to shipping— 
a dozen vessels are ashore at Whitby, 
and one is reported to have sunk with 
all on board. Similar accounts are re­
ceived from points all around the coast. 
Mails from France were several hours 
behind time. The Packet for Osten was 
compelled to return to Dover. Heavy 
damage was done to works in the harbor 
of Jersey, two hundred yards of pier were 
swept away, and blocks of concrete 
weighing several tons, were displaced and 
broken. The storm was very severe on 
the Continent, telegraph lines between 
Italy, Switzerland, and Paris are down 
and communication interruped.

Christmas Fat Cattle Fair.
The annual Christmas lat cattle fair 

was held to-day. The weather was very- 
favourable, and there was a very large 
turn out of [cattle—perhaps the largest 
we have had for some years. Buyers 
were present from every section of the 
Province, and even from as far west as 
Windsor some dealers were cn the 
ground eager to get some, of our prime 
stock. The change of the day to one 
earlier than that at first named had no 
perceptible effect on the fair, which was 
one of the most successful we ever had. 
Of course where there are several hun­
dreds of cattle, there will be poor stock, 
as there was to-day, but on the whole 
the quality of those brought in will com­
pare favourably with those offered at any 
previous fair. Bales were unusually 
brisk, and the great bulk of the stock 
were sold on the way coming in at good 
prices. For good fair cattle the ruling 
rates would be from 84 to 85; prime 
stock ranged from 85 to 86, and-for ex­
tra fed and fancy cattle the figures 
ranged from 80 to 810. Scarcely any 
animal for which a reasonable price was 
asked remained unsold. Our local buy­
ers and butchers were of course well re­
presented, and they succeeded in secur­
ing some choice animals. The dealers 
from a distance also got their share of the 
prime stock on the market, and many of 
tho best bullocks go to Ottawa, Toronto, 
Montreal, Hamilton and other cities and 
towns. More sheep were sold than we 
have seen at any previous Christmas 
fair, and the demand for them was very 
brisk, and good prices were in almost 
every case paid. We may safely say 
that this fair was on tho whole one of 
the most successful wo have seen, and it 
is exceedingly creditable to our farmers 
and breeders to find such a display, con- 
si lering tho scarcity of grass last season, 
and the extremely dry summer. We give

Terrible Retribution at Buffulo.
A WOMAN, IN ANSWER TO AN OATH, PARA­

LYZED, STRUCK DUMB AND SPRKCH-

We have often read,- says the Buffalo 
Courier, of instances where sinners have, 
in answer to blasphemous wishes or ex­
pressions, been struck down with some 
sudden and terrible punishment—where 
men have suddenly become blind, and 
deaf, and affected with .untold bodily 
pain. Those cases generally occured at 
long intervals, ami by the mass were re­
ceived as the idle invention of the scep­
tical, ignorant and superstitious, and if 
seen, were attributed to some other 
cause than of a Divine agency in atone­
ment for some terrible crime, or in an­
swer to a sacrilegious prayer.

Sceptics may scoff, but within the past 
week, in this city, such a manifestation 
of Divine power has been made, that 
those who saw its terrible work dare not 
laugh or deride at the unseen agency 
which produced such a result-and that, 
too, in answer to one of the strongest 
and most profane prayers the human 
soul can send to the throne of eternal 
justice.

A young woman named Ann O’Brien, 
living on Boiler street, leading a life of 
shame and debauchery, was strongly 
addicted to drink and frequently be­
came helplessly intoxicated.

intoxicate. These good resolutions were 
of little avail, and soon she would re­
lapse into her old career. On Wednes­
