It May Be Inconvenient To

London, Mar¢h 3.—The London Times
contends that Premier Asquith’'s state-
ment in the House of Commons has‘
been misunderstood in certain quarters. |

““There is no intention of placing all

No Exaggeration Needed.

“Into the declaration of the Govern- |

ment need be imported no more than
is distinetly in -Mr. Asquith’s words:
‘The British and French governments
will hold themselves free to detain and
take into port ships carrying goods of
presumed enemy destination, ownership
or origin. It is not intended to confis-
cate such vessels or cargoes unless they
would otherwise be liable to confisca-
tion. Vessels with cargoes which bave.
salled before this aate will not be af-
fected.’
No Blockade.

“In the sentence addressed to neu-
trals, headed: ‘W : do not propose elther
to assassinate their seamen or destroy
their goods,’ the gravity of the measure
thus described is not to be questioned,
and it would be foolish to deny that
what we propose doing in self-defence
may be inconvenient to neutrals, but it
is travesty of the measure to describe it
as a limitless extension of contraband,
or a proclamation either of a real or a
paper blockade. Thése are matters al-
together unconnected with the an-
nouncement. €

Cannot Purchase All.

“It is quite likely that the Go.ern-
ment will use their discretlion in pur-
chasing detained vessels or goods. They
could not buy all that may be put on
their hands; otherwise the number of
cargoes shipped in order to be cap-
tured would be limitless, but they will
be likely to deal liberally with cases of
hardship.

“In view of the brutal methods of
warfare employed by our adversary,
much more by way of retallation might
have been justifiable. The rules of the
game are for those who play the game
not for those who break them at pleas-
ure. A foul blow has been struck, and
some nations might have retorted ir.|
kind. We might, had it been our way,
have met lawlessness with lawlessness. |
The least that could be done in the cir-
cumstances is stated in the moderate
words which we have quoted.”
