Peninsula Growers, Limited, the new 
co-operative corporation, when question­
ed on the subject, expressed the opin­
ion that the outlook for the growers 
was better than at present indicated

The present situation is the result 
of a very heavy first picking, nearly; 
every grower taking his first lot of 
fruit off his plants on Monday. Even 
the many patches which have so heav­
ily suffered from blight afforded a 
certain yield on Monday, which will be 
their last, as these patches will now be 
ploughed under. It must be remember­
ed that if it had not been for the blight 
which struck the various districts only 
ten days ago, the yield of strawberries 
would have been the greatest in some 
years and the prices the lowest.

This prediction was upset when the 
rust began to get in its deadly work 
There are patches in this district, usual- 
ly good for 500 crates each, which will 
not produce 50 crates this year, and 
those crates will be filled this week 
Added to this we find better distribu-! 
tion going on, while Canadian berries 
will find their way to American mar­
kets for the first time, our association 
having arranged to send 20 carloads to 
Pittsburg on one order. Berries will 
be cheaper than they were last year, 
but anybody who figures that the bot- 
tom will fall out of the market will be 
sadly mistaken when they find a de­
cidedly improved tone within the next 
few days.
