Black and white pepper both come
from the pepper plant, a climbing peren-
nial shrub which grows in the East and
West Indies, chiefly in Sumatra. For
ble pepper the berry is picked before
it is quite ripe; or white, it is allowed
to mature and the black pericarp or hull
is then removed. The characteristic
flavor of pepper is due to an alkaloid
called piperine, and to a volatile oil. In
black pepper berries, the ash is about
four and a half per cent, and should
not be more than six and a half; either
exrract, including piperine and resin
is about six and a half per cent; crude
fibre about sixteen per cent, and there
is pre 1t some starch and nitrogenous
mater ‘White pepper contains
ash and less cellulose because the woody
outer covering is removed.
