Sealing Indemnity Before the House
of Commons - Nicaragua Canal
Operations Not Unobserved.

Lonpox, April 9.—In the House of  Com-
mons to-day, Sir Edward Grey, replying to
an interrogation by Sir Geo. Baden-Powell,
said that the government has received mno
proposal that “they advance money to pay
damages awarded to sealers under the award
of the Paris tribunal pending the settlement
of their claims by the Usdited States.

Sir Edward J. Harland asked whether
Sir Edward Grey was aware of the fact that
the United States government had appoint-
ed a commission to examine into the ques-
tion of the Nicaraguan canal and to survey
the proposed route of the' camal? Wonld

the British government appoint a commis-
sion to co-operate with that of the United
States ? ;

Sir Edward Grey replied that he was
sware of the appointment of the United
States commission, and that a board of in.
quiry, consisting of three en rs, ‘had’
been ordered to report before November 4.
The British government, he said, could not
consider the quection of sending &nyons to
act with the American commission nunless
the United States desired such co-operation.
The British government are fully sensible of
the great importance of the question, and in
the eveut of the canal enterprise being un-
dertaken by the American government
would take oare that B:itish trade and com-
merce received as favorable terms as these
accorded to other nations.

WesT CHESTER, Pa., April 10,—An amus-
ing sequel to the Chinese horrors and bar-
barities that were antioipated in the case of

letters from Surgeon McLurg, of the Con-
cord, to friends here. Instead of killing the
Chinaman, as was at first reported by cable
and incurriog a possible death penalvy, the
Concord’s huntsmen, it seems, merely
wounded. him with bird shot. For this they
have been iried and fined a total of about 50
cénts, and subsequently banquetted by the
officials of Chinese justice, becanse Surgeon
McLarg was so painstaking for three weeks
and nursed the wounded coolie back to com-
plete health and comfort in a Chinese
hospital.

The loss of this revenue, however, is not
the only cause of regret among the officials.

VANcouvEr, April 9. — (Special) — Furs
are not so plentiful as during last spring,
the chief reason given being ihat the less
skilled Indian hunter is taking the place of
the expert white trapper. Trapping is »
vocabion requiring great skill and experi-
ence, and though humting is the nataral
calling of the red man his white brother can
teach him in every branch of the trade.
He will seldom shoot out of season ; he will
clean his skins better, fand if an expert
hunter he will trap everything there is in

the vicinity, while an Indian will catch one
animal but set his trap in such a way that
the wounded creature has leisure to
‘warn other aniffialy of d; . A white
‘trapper who knows his business will set his
trap for beaver so that when the beaver is
