THAT BLOCK PAVEMENT.

ts d Pro-
erohants an
y“o;nmor:-—im!:lt o Time—No Action
'aken as to Delaying Work.
The Yonge street block pavement is now
an old theme, but it never seems to lose
its interest or its power of stirring up the
bile of all those concerned in it. One rea-
son for this, of course, is that the grievance
is still in existence ; the road is still blocked
up and the merchants are still complaining
oP the loss of business sustained thereby.
A meeting was held at Albert hall yesterday
afternoon for the purpose of discussing the
question.. There were some forty or fifty
present ; the majority were Yonge street
merchants, and there were besides a num-
ber of property owners, a sprinkling of
aldermen, and one of the contractors. r.
Charles Bugg occupied the chair, and Mr.
Charles Reynolds was appointed secretary.
The chairman read the resolutions prepared
at the preliminary meeting.. Mr. Charles
Durand moved the adoption of the first,
which read

Resolved,—That whilst the merchants and pro-

rty owners on Yonge street have hitherto re-
Fratied from giving public expression of their feel-
ings in reference to the slow progress of the block
pavement, and borne with patience and forbearance
the inconvenience and great injury to their business,
as well as to the mutual loss they suffered during

the exhibition season, thronﬁh the culpable delay in
rk, they now feel them-

selves called upon to give expression to their feel-
ings of regret and surprise that the board of works
soould have manifested the slightest disposition to
relax any of the terms of the contract for the said
work.

The resolution was spoken - to by Mr.
Bird and Ald. Steiner after which Mr.
Godson repeated the statements meade by
him at various times to the board of works.
Mr. Jaffray replied to the attacks made on
the committee of the property-owners asso-
ciation, and said that committee had made
full enquiries which resulted in a werifica-
tion of Mr. Godson’s statements about the
cedar. Ald. Boustead rose to speak, but
was interrupted by the secretary who said
he had heard rumours of a comspiracy to
burk the object of the meeting. A desultory
discussion ensued, and then Mr. Bansley
got up to speak. Being interrupted, on
.another gentlemar claiming the floor, he
said he would stamd there all night but he
would be heard. He and Mr. Durand then
shouted at each other for a few moments,
when the secretary rose. *‘Sit down, sit
-own,” cried Mr. Bansley.

The secretary. *In order that this meet-
ing ‘may not be broken ug”—-

““I don’t want to break it up,” ex-
claimed Mr. Bansley- “ Yes you do,” cried
Mr. Durand. Mr. Bansley then proceeded
with his speech, in which he told them to
lay the blame on the contractors and the
corporation and not om the property-own-
ers, and advised them to close up the
street and be done with it. He was inter-
rupted by the chairman, who said, * I think
“you are leboring under the delusion that
this is a meeting of property-owners and
not of merchants.”

Mr. Bansley—* Who pays for the street?”’

This seemed to teuch on a sore point and
the room instantly resounded with cries of
‘“The taxpayers, the taxpayers!” which
continued for some time. Shortly after-
wards the resolution was put and carried.

It was now growing dark, and the secre-
tary, in order to read his minutes, had to
walkup to the window, where he read the
second resolution.  Several gentlemen
cried ‘‘Carried !” the chairman pronounced
it carried, and the secretary was proceeding
to read the third resolution when there were
cries of ‘“Read it, read it !”

The secretary—*‘It was carried by the
chair,”

Mr. Love said he did not hear it.
Mr. Jaffray wanted to know whether the
secretary was chairman., The chairman
said the resolution should be put again.
The secretary said the meeting should de-
cide onthis peint ; the chairman acquiesced
and the meeting decided that it should be
read again. The purport of the resolution
was that the meeting did not approve of
the work being postponed nnti? spring.
Ald. Kent opposed it. Mr. J. C. Bailey
said the meeting had no right to say
whether the work should be postponed.
Let the contractors stop if they wanted,
but let it beattheir own risk. Mr. French
blamed the contractors and said they should
purchase cedar at any price. Mr. Purvis
eordemned the city solicitor and the engi-
neer. The smallness of the penalty of §10
per day called for 'strong expressions of
censure, and Mr, Bailey asked who was
responsi ble for it. Ald. Steiner said the
engineer, the solicitor, and the chairman of
the board of works should all havea portion
of the blame. Ald. Bous said
the responsibility “lay with the board of
works and the solicitor. He utterly repu-
diated .the insinuation that he had come
there to break up the meeting. =~ He warned
them that in delaying the work they must
get thefconsent of the street railway com-
pany, who might otherwise hold them liable
for damages.

The rerolution was finally withdrawn,
and Mr. Jaffray moved that the meetin
express its approval of the delay provideg
the streel were put in repair and the con-
sent of the [street railway company ob-
tained, but the meeting adjourned without
the resolution being put. Another meet-
ing will probably take place at which the
necessery resolutions well be considered.

“IT WAS THE CAT.”

Jack Coulter Flogged at the Central Prison Yes-
terday Morning.

The netorious Jack Coulter of Kington
received the first instalment of his forty-
eight lashes at the central prison yesterday
morning. Conlter belongs to a very bad
family residing at Kingston, and on Sept. 15
last he attempted to outrage the person of
a young girl named Annie Campbell in an
unfrequented street at the limestone city.

The villian was happily frustrated in the
attemipt by a gentleman passing by, and his

arrest speedily followed. Conviction and
sentemce was made before magistrate Duff,
who eondemned him to a year and 360 days
in the central prison, and to receive twenty-
four lashes on October 17 and a like num-
ber on April 17 following. Accordingly
Coulter was lashed to the triangle in one of
the prison corridors yesterday morning, and,
a muscular-looking guard administered the
cestigation. It was formerly the custom at
the prison to do the flogging in the open yard
but inside of doors is the order of things at
present, . The prisoner cried out to spare
him at the first blow, -but the lash descend-
éd on him uarelentingly until the twenty-
four blows were counted, when the prison
physician took him in hand. He was sub-
sequently sent out to one of the workshops,
and appeared to feel the stripes pretty
sorely.

In thie connection it might be mentioned
that the officials 2t the ‘ Central ”’ do not
at all relish the work of tlogging criminals
from all over the province; ‘‘but,” re-
marked one to The World yesterday, ‘it is
the ocder of the judge, and we have got to
do it.”

The Kennedys at Shaftesbury Hall—A
Large Aud Delighted Audience.
According to previous announcement, Mr
Kennedy, the famous Scottish vocalist, open-

“ed his olio at Shafetsbury hall last night,

and the weather muggy, rainy and disagree-
able as it was, did not prevent him from
being received by about as large an audience
as could be packed into the house. He was
accompanied by his tkree daughters, Helen,
Marjory and Maggie,and by two of his sons,
Robert and John, the latter being a bright
little fellow who apparently has only recent-

ly entered his teens.

Mr. Kennedy, though he looks somewhat
older than when he last appeared before a
Toronto audience, has not deteriorated in
his profession, and  his years seem to sit
very lightly upon him, Persons who are
fond of original expressions would
remark  that age cannot  wither
him,” nor cwstom stale his infinite
variety. It mayalmost be said of him that
he resembles good: wine, and that he is
improved by repeated voyages across 'the
Atﬁmtic. His voice is as sweet and mellow,
his facial gestures are as humorous, aud
his powers of mimicry are astrue asthey were
he first made his bow before a Toronto when
audience. ~With such assistance as he re-
ceives from the various members of his
family, he is able to provide a unique en-
tertainment, and one which does not readi-.
ly fade out of the memory.

The introductory piece was ‘‘Oh, sing
to me the old Scots’ songs,”” which was
folowed by *‘There’s nae luck aboot the
hoose.” Everybody has has heard this
song, and almost every Scotchman in To-
ronto has heard Mr. Kennedy sing it, but
his rendering of it last evening was a de-
cided advance upon those of former years
and literally brought down the house. It
was perhaps thé only piece on the programme
which shewed the singer’s power of pathos,
and suppressed sobs were heard from seve-
ral parts of the hall. ‘‘The hoom o’ the
Cowdenknowes” was then given as a trio
by the three Misses Kennedy, and was
loudly spplanded. The programme was a
long one, and ' the performance was made
the longer by several additional songs in
response to vehement encores by the au-
dience. To particularize each is unneces-
sary, but it may be said that Miss Helen's
rendering of *‘Oh, whistle and I'll cum to
ye my lad,” was marked by a sweetness
and richness of tone which proved that
she has made good use of the fine opportu-
nities she has enjoyed since her voice was
last heard in Shaftesbury hall. Miss Mar-
jory’s ‘“’Twas within a mile o’ Edinboro’
toon,” was piquant and bright, without
being pretentious. Miss Maggie sang in
several pieces, but her chief part in the en-
tertainnrent was the playing of the piano ac-
companiments. Mr. Robert has a fine, rich
tenor voice which bids fair to become better
with time. His rendering of *‘‘Annie
Laurie” and ‘‘ The Macgregor’s Gathering”
were received with very great favor. A
word of praise must be awarded to Master
John, wgose performances on the violin
were very skilful, and highly creditable to
a youth of his years. Of course, the strong
card in the suit was Mr. Kennedy himself,
who gave five or six of his old specialties.
One word on the subject of encores, It is
positively cruel to encore after a song like
*‘Scots Wha Hae” as rendered by Mr.
Kennedy. Itis almost as bad asto encore
the “ Give me my horse,” scene in Richard
III. No man, whatever his physical re-
sources,” is good for much after such a
rendering of ‘“Stots Wha Hae” as Mr.
Kennedy's, until he has had a few minutes
rest.

There will be four more performances
during the week, as anneunced elsewhere,
and persons, of whatsoever nationality who
wish to enjoy a succession of hearty langhs
and a rich musical treat, should not fail to
avail themselves of the present opportunity,
which, we understand, is not likely soon to
recur.

THE BATONED STUDENTS.

The Wounded an_ Arts Man, Not & Medical—The

A great ‘deal of excitement prevailed
among the student populace yesterday,over
the attack of the police on a body of medi-
cals and arts men on Friday night. The
World made further investigations, and
learned that the students were marching
up Yonge street singing °‘‘Old Grimes,”
al!;out eleven o’clock on Friday night
‘When near Elm street the police jumpeg on
them and, ordered them to shut up. The
students say the officers swore at a great
rate. One of them slapped a student in the
face ; the student, who is an arts man of
the second year, asked the 'constable’s
number ; the latter diew his baton, and
with an oath said : ‘‘ That’sit,” and struck
him over the head twice. When seen yes-
terday he showed a wound on the middle
front part of his' head. The skin was
broken and the hair clotted with blood.
The wounded man is a very little fellow,
and not over nineteen. Another, a student of
the school of science was also struck, and
lost his eye-glasses in the melee.

The World also made enquiries from
several members of the force, with a view of
hearing their version of the affair. From
none could a word of information be got.
They either did not know or did not care to
tell. Nothing appears to have been re-
ported at any of the stations about it.
One of the officers, however, gives the
studentsa bad name. ‘¢ Last winter,” he
said, *‘ the medicos were a perfect nuisance,
especially on Friday nights, making the
night hideous with their howls, and it was

étting just as bad this season. Thirty or
forty of them would walk up the street
together, singing and shouting so as to be
heard blocks . away. f course they were
liable to arrest for disorderly conduct, but
there was mo use attempting to arrest the
whole gang. If they met one policeman
they weuld pay no attention to his remon-
strances, but if two or three got together
the students would quiet down and gra-
dually disperse.”

SHOT IN THE SKULL,

The Result of a Lawyer's Interforence with a
Bank Olerk and His Gifl.

The shooting case in the Queen’s park
Saturday night turns out te bO 8 serious
and interesting affair. The parties involved
are P. Stewart Ross, & lawyer, W. Mills, a
bank clerk, and & young woman of respect:
able connections. The case has got into the\
hands of the police and will be well aired
in the police court, -Two different stories
are told as to how it occurred. Both are
recorded. 4

Mr. Ross says heand a friend were walk-
ing up through the park between eight and
nine o’clock, With a view of cutting their
journey shert, they made a cut across the
grass near the red brick residence half-
way between St. Albans and Bloor streets.
Before them they saw something while on
the As they approached two
figures became  distinct. All at once
the report of a revolver sounded in the air,
two shots being fired. Mr. Ross and his
companion, whose name by the bye could
not he ascertained, continued among the
trees and came within a few yards of the
man] who had fired the shots. The man
blazed away again and this time not with-
out effect, the ball touching Mr. Ross’
head and making a groove in his scalp.
He was stunned for the moment and on
recovering went away, the shooter and the
lady having disappeared in the meantime,

Mr. Ross reported the caseto the police.
It was assigned to Detectives Brown and
Burrows.  From a letter and umbrella
found on the spot, they, traced the affair to
Mr. W. Mills, a«clerk in the Merchants’
bank, and arrested him about one o’clock
yesterday for shooting with intent to kill.
They afterwards found the revolver with
which the shots had been fired. Young
Mills was lodged in the cells at the Central
station, where he remained all afternoon
and night. His family and friends offered to
furnish any amount of baik; but the charge
being of such a serious nature, bail was
out of the question.

It is understood that young Mills admits
the shooting, but tells an altogether differ-
ent story from that of the lawyer. He
says that Ross (who is said to have the re-
putation of being a *‘prowler”) and his
companion came crawling up on their hands
and knees to the place where he and the
woman were sitting, and that they accosted
them in an unbecoming manner. He natur-
ally resented the insult and fired two shots
in the air with a view of frightening them
offi Had he chosen to shoot them
he could have easily done so, as they were
quite close to him, The third shot wenta
little lower than intended, but Mills had
no idea that it went so close as to touch one
of the intruders of whose, identity he was
quite ignorant.

The case has excited great interest in the
city, on account of the connections of the
parties involved, The World has heard
much sympathy expressed for young Mills.
No one has been heard to approve of Ross’
conduct. What the result will be remains
to be seen.

She told them that she did not keep a
house of that kind, and that if thcy were
gentlemen they would leave. They refused,
whereupon she sent for a policeman.  Con-
stable Hall testified that Mr. Johnston
came to the station, and said that a row
was going on next door to his house. The
inspector sent him with two men to see
what was wrong.  He heard some swearing
in the hall, and arrested all that were
in the house. The defendants Leper and
Johnston were committed for trial. John-
ston gave bail for himself in $100, and also
in thé amount of $50 for Leper. Reid was
discharged. .

James Murphy and George Flowers were
arrested geeterdny morning underneath the
old Presbyterian mission school ou Tecum-
seth street. A constable noticed smoke
coming from under the building, and on
investigation he found the boys preparing
breakfast. They were lodged in No. 3
station, They had a considerable amount
of booty hidden in a snug recess under-
néath the building, consisting of an axe,
adse, buffalo robe, quilts, chickens, potatoes,
apples, knives, forks, pails, and a frying
pan. These young thieves have been living
underneath the building for a week. = They
are old in iniquity. Mrs. Flowers said- her
son was a confirmed thief. The magistrate
sent them to the retormatory for three
years. Murphy got four years, prior con-
victions having been entered against him.

Among the new cases entered at the cen-
tral station yesterday was one against
Margaret Healy, aged 16, of Lombard
street, for assaulting an old woman named
Sophia Shepley, and another against Catha-
rine Burke, aged 13, of 39.Britain street,
for stealing $3 from her father.
