MILITARY CHANGES.

1t is reported that Major General Ham-
ley. will soon be ordered to remove from
Alexandria. He will be replated by Gen.
Harman, lately assistant adjutant® general
of Ireland. : '

Gen. Wolseley telegraphs trom Ismaiiia
this morning that he has just received
news from the front that ' Gen. Graham
was heavily attacked last evening by a large
force of Egyptians,  The British cavalry
from Mahsamet went to his;assistance and
h> had a brilliant success, taking eleven
guns, There were only a few British killed,
but over a hundred wounded. I am pro-
ceeding to the front.

WOLSELEY'S ACCOUNT OF THE KASSASSIN

4 FIGHT.

Gen. Wolseley telegraphs from Kassass-
in lock :—Gen. Graham commanding this
position was attacked yesterday evening by
about twelve gnns and eight battalions,
Our men behaved extremely well and 1n-
flicted a severe loss upon the enemy. At
first Gen. Grabam had but five guns and
two and a half battalions, a small detach-
ment of cavalry and mounted infantry.
Being reinforced by another battalion he
attacked the enemy in the front whilst
the first cavalry brigade under Russell
charged them in the flank, sabreing a con-
siderable number. Gen. Graham’s diSposi-
tions were all that they should have been..
His operations were carried out with- the
coolness for which he bas always been well
known. Arabi was on the field during the
action.{ The cavalry charged by moonlight
but were unable to secure the rebel guns,
which the enemy withdrew during the
night, They left all their amn.unition,
Our killed are Surgeon Major Shaw, six of
the marine artillery, one infantry sergeant.

lieutenants and fifty-six men,
FULL ACCOUNT OF THE FIGHT AT KASSASSIN.
The correspondent of the Telegraph
writin g from Ismailia under date of 28th
inst. says when morning came great ex-
citement prevailed in the camp at Kassassin,
in consequence of the Egyptians showing
themselves in considerable force in various
directions, Gen. Graham sent Major
Hart with an escort of mounted infantry
nnder the command of Lieut. Pigott to as-
certain the strength and exact position of
the enemy. Major Hart proceeded in the
direction of Tel-EIl-Kebir and had gone for-
ward two miles when the enemy opeaed
fire with two guns. Lieut. Pigott dis-
mounted his men and returned the fire
briskly, his men holding their ground
well for some time, though eventually
they retired upon our camp. At 10 o’clock
4000 Bedouins appeared on our right and
front, extending two miles, but our guns
opening fire on them they retired, About
8 o’clock the enemy’s infantry advanced in
open order upon our left, brirging up sev-
eral guns, which they placed at short dis.
tances from each other and presently

showed several pieces of artillery
on our right, Our guns
opened fire and our men
turned out to face the attack, The fight

now waxed warm and daring the whole
afternoon the gallant little garrison made a
good defence, Meanwhile the cavalry,

twice signalled by Gen. Graham to support
him, had advanced almost to our positich
without encountering the enemy. By 7.80
p.m. the whole force, consisting of the first
and second Life Guards, the Horse Guards,
the seventh dragoons, part of the fourth
dragoons, the nineteenth hussars, with four
guns, set out to succor the troops at Kas-
sassin, The march had to be made very
cautiously. Col, Stewart, who directed the
course of the brigade, dispesed the men so
excellently that he was able to pilot them

safely to the point of contact
without coming under the fire of
the guns, which were pounding

the Kassassin camp. He led the way along
the ridge with the idea of outflanking the
enemy and turning his position. Col. Ras-
sell brought his men over four miles of
heavy ground, so that by 9 p.m., when
they silently halted on the stay line, they
found themselves so close to the Egyptians
that the shells went over their heads in
quick succession, landing nearly half a
mile in their rear. From the position the
cavalry had now gained they could see the
enemy close on the horizon in very large
pumbers, whereupon Col. Russell dismount-
ed the cavalry, ordered them to open a
sharp musketry fire, but they found the
enemy closer than they anticipated. Just
then Gen. Lowe dashed up, gave command
to ‘“‘mount,” “form in line,” ‘‘charge,”
Scarcely had the words been utteréi when
the=household cavalry and dragoons rapidly
obeyed the order and with suppressed, but
ominous murmurs, swept on to meet the

foe with drawn swords and stern determina-
tion. In a few woments the horsemen
Liad charged the enemy with great bravery |

anl, our guns having by this time ceased

firing, mingled with the Egyptians and eut
them up seriously. A general rout hereupcn
ensued, Arabi’s artillerymen getting the'r
guns away, while his infantry fell a dis.
ordered mass upen the banks of the canal,
a few dashing in the water to save themi-
selves, It would be difficult to imagine a
more complete success than was now seen.
The bravery of the cavalry in thus grandly
charging a blind position ot strength, which
it was impoesible ta fell, rendered the enemy
almost panic stricken. . Col. Russell’s horse
fell dead, but he se'zed another, and before
the enemy’s position was gained, he was
well in front once more. The enemy fell
back rapidly, nor was this to be wondered
at, when the race between the various regi-
ments of English cavalry is considered, in
which the seventh dragoon guards exerted
thems:lves beyond discipline to be the first
to ply their sabres, In this way our posi-
tion at Kassassic was relieved. We now
command the country leading to Tel-el-
Kebir. Great travery and pertinacity
were shown during the day by the mount-
ed infantry and the. detachment of the 4th
dragoons with them, Lieut. Piggott was
woundod. G

All along the line the greatest care had
becn taken to provide for“emergencies,
which shows how judicious ate the arrange-
ments of Gen. Wolesley. For sake of fair-
ness, I should mention that the men and
horses who took part in this gallant achieve-
ment had worked nearly 24 hours on empty
stomachs; but never dreamt of grumbling,
The British cavalry charged straight at
the guns, sabering the gunners as they
passed and cutting down the flying infantry

beyond them, The battle was ended ata-

stroke.’ A sceme of wild confusion ensued.
Some of the guns were still firing and
bodies of infantry kept up the fusilade.
Our infantry at Kassassin had a hot time.
Hundreds of shells burst in the confined
space of shelter “the trenches afforded.
About 10 o’clack " the  cavalry came in in
high spirits over their brilliant achieve-
ment. Many are missing in the darkness,
but na doubt will turn up in the morning.
Upon their return from the purswmit they
were unable to find the guns over which
they charged, but’ these will doubtless be
discovered at sunrise, '

ENEMY STRENGTHENING THEIR POSITION.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 29—The enemy is
still strengthening their left. They sent
out an armoured train again last evening.

KEEL HAULING MUTINOUS SAILORS:

The enemy
were repulsed with heavy loss and eleven
of their guns were captured. The British
loss was from 120 to 150 men, although one
report places it as low as 20. = Our troops
followed up the enemy’s repulse aad occu-
pied - Sim, & point three miles beyond Kas-
sassin.  Reinforcements consisting of the
Indian contingent have been sent to the
front and a general attack ordered. A big
battle is imminent.
