It Ts Said That the United Stutes Planned
the Annsxation Movement

Prrtspuse, Pa., Feb. 2.—The Times
says, editorially: .

Tnat a laage number of Congressmen are
in favor of annexing tho Bandwich Islands
to the United States is beyond doubt, and
eqinllysbeyond doubt is the fact that they
have stddenly had light on the subject.
There is good reason to believe that the

annexation had been confidently expected
in certain quarters, and was by no means »
surprise.  The arguaments in behalf of
annexation were all ready for use; the light
ready to be turned on when the moment for
that'came. This is stated not in condemna-
vion of what has been done, but as part of the
record of the Hawaiian incident. Last No-
vember an article in The Kennebee Jour-
nal,the newspaper controlled by Nr. Ste-
vens, American Minister to the Kingdom of
Hawaii, called atteation to the importance
of these islands to the United States, and
foreshadowed the change of rule which has
occarred in them: “The time is.near when
we must decide who shall hold these islands
as part of their national territory. It is
not possible for them much longer to remain
alone.”

However the present annexation move-
ment exds, Americans will feel a keener
interest in the islands than they ever did
before.

Since 1842, when their government was
changed from an absolute to a constitution-
al monarchy, Americans have been influen-
tialfn thewr polities. It was William L.
Lee, an American, who, as chief justice at
the time, drew up the constitution and bill
of rights for them. Since that time Americans
have always held poste of responsibility in
the Kingdom, and to them, of cqurse, was
due the reiterated requests for a recipro-
city treaty, finally granted. American as-
cendancy was maintained largely by the
aid of the American Board of Foreign Mis-
sions, whpse representatives among the
natives directed t%eir thoughts and hopes
to the United States. 8o far the Hawaii-
ans owe their independence to the Ameri-
cans, Only the conviction that the United
States wonld not allow any foreign power
to establish itself there has preveated the
seizare of the islands.

From the northern limit of Alaska to
the southern of California the United
States has a coast line 4000 miles long, and
statesmen foresee the day when the States

will number 150,000,000 sounls. Statesmen
of other trading nations, and especially the
Euglish, foresee the same thin(, and hence
the belief that a great struggleis coming for
commercial supremacy in the Pacific. In
that the ple who control the Sand-
wich Islands will have an advantage
hardly to be overestimatéd. The naval
advantage is no less. The harbors of Hono-
lulu and Pearl City. six miles apart, are
shut in by mountains and can be made im-

Judge MacMahon’s Ruling.

The -case of the : Manufacturers’ Life In:
surance Company v. Katie 8. Gordon was
argued before the Court of Appeal yester-
day. The action was brought by the com-
pany to have a policy for $5000 on the life
of D. J. B. Gordon of Ottawa, deceased, in
favor of the defendant, cancelled, on the
ground that a note given in payment of one
of the premiums was not paid at maturity,
and that therefore the policy, according to
its conditions, became  void. _The defend-
ant set up vhat the company had sued on
the note and recovered judgment thereon,
and claimed payment of the policy. At
the trial Mr. Justice MacMahon decided in
favor of the defendant, and ordered the
policy to be paid, less §77.75; the preminm
vnpaid at the time of the death of the
deceased. From this judgment the com-
pany now appeals. ; :

v Artificial Camphor, ; ?

A French chemist, M. de Mare, has de-
vised a method of preparing camphor arti-
ficially. Camphene is prepared by distilling
very Xry hydrochlorate of terebinthine: the
product is collected. in a large globe
and heated, ozonized air being then
introduced 80 as ' to mingle with
the vapor formed. , This results in a
cloud of camphor, which becomes deposited
on she internal surface of the globe.
