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with the utmost cordiality, and urge him to reside

with thein; this he promises to do after his return

from Mackinac. Going thence to St. Joseph, where-

the Pottawattomies now- live, Marest is happily

surprised by encountering there his brotherJoseph,

whom he was about to visit; and they proceed

together to the latter's headquarters at Mackinac.

Gabriel retur-ns to Kaskaskia in September of the

same year. It is thought best to send to the Peorias,

in his place, Father de Ville, who soon proves his

eminent fitness for that mission. The natural

advantages of Kaskaskia are attracting French

settlers; but Marest is uncertain whether they will

be of the sort whose example will "contribute to

the welfare of Religion."
