In onler to encourage tho more general diffusion of
Thorough-bred Stock throughout the Province, the Board
have determined to allow a discount on the sale prices of 10
per cent. to all purchasers from the Island of Cape Breton,
and of 5 percent. to other purchasers who reside at a dis-
tance of not less than 30 miles from a Railway Station.
No discount will be sllowed upon animals purchased
for localities within a distanca of 30 miles of a Railway
Station, and should any animals not be taken forthwith to
the localities for which discount is allowed, the respective
purchasers will be required to refund whatever amounts of
discount they may have received.

Animals must bo taken charge of by purchasers immedi-
ately after the salo,

All the animals are in a perfectly healthy condition ; none
of them have been fed up for competition or sale. In the
cacas of animals of sufficient age, the greatest.caro has heen
taken to sclect only these actually known to be fertile and
free from vico and all uther ascertainablo faults.

Tb= Cattle, Sheep
and Pigs, were brought out from England by Professor
Lawson, the Secretary of the Central Board of Agriculture.
