LITTLE SERVANTS.

In pursuance of our notification of last week wo now givo our lady roaders
¢ Faith Fonton’s"” account, undor tho above heading, of what is boing done in
Toronto towards remedying the scarcity of really good domestic servants
which, throughout the Dominion, causesthem so much and so serious incon-
venience.

Very fow Toronto ladies aro aware that our city boasts of a training school
for servants, and yot any of them who will walk to the cornor of Richmond
end Sheppard streets will find such to bo the caso.

A very small school it is, certainly, and owning somewhat youthful pupils;
but they work so heartily, sing so morrily, and accomplish such satisfactory
results that many of our housekeepors who groan under the infliction of
incompotent domestics would gladly avail thomselves of the servicos of these
trained little fingers and nimble feet in preforonce to the adult essence of
stupidity with which they daily contend. .

It was a bright aftornoon rocently whon I found a spare hour in which
to watch theso young folks at their minaturo housckoeping. A few rays of
sunshine cropt through the windows and shot in & shining stream down the
long, low tables, which, with chairs of a corresponding height, constituted
the chief furnishings of the rather dreary room. .

Ranged on sither side of the table were some 25 little maids, white-
capped and aproned, their ages varying between ten and fifteen yosrs. On
tho tables were placed various diminutive houschold implements, which
they used in turn. as the oxigencies of each lesson demanded.

A pretty set of metal dishes, a tiny doyley and an oblong wooden tray
wero placed in front of each child, and then followed a practical lesson on
table laying, every movemont being carefully supervised by the teacher.

After this camo tho dish washing, a procceding which the little girls
soemed to enjoy. Small tin bowls were given them, together with diminu-
tive dish-cloths, and drying towels ; then followed tho pretence of washing
up tho shining utensils, and a very enjoyable pretence these imaginative
young workers made of it, while they sang a cheory direction song, embodying

such rules as—
First the glasses, waah them well,
If you do them nicely all can tell;
In bot water if knives lay
Crack will go the handles, teachers say.

Then a briof rest ensued, and scrubbing brushes were brought out, tho
dimpled arms wore bared, and aftor a few directions from thu teacher, a vig-
orous table scrubbing began, the swish of the brushes making a musical
accompaniment to the children’s voices.

Scrubbing away at the break of day
To make our home so cleanly,

For a good hard sérub ia the very best way
To make our hone smell sweetly,

Following this was a lesson in washing, wnen dainty scts of dolls' gar-
ments were duly cleansed and hung on wiro lines to dry. This lengthy
process was interspersed with a catechism by the teacher asking and recoiving
a reason for each stop, thus developing the reasoning faculty, in which the
sorvant of the present day seems so strangely deficiont. Indeed, throughout
my whole visit I noticed the constant interrogation of the instructress, her
oft repeated, “ why” bringing out the thoughtful * because” of her scholars,
and enahling thom to pass judgment upon the method of working.

Then there wero lessons in bod-muking and sweeping. In the former
case a small bed, complotely and neatly equipped, was oxperimented upon
by two of the young house-maids, while their companions looked on and
ctiticised the work. It was rather s protty sight to sce the business-like air
with which the weo women went to work, stripping tho bed,airing tho linen,
turning tho mattress, shaking the pillows, then smoothing, coaxing and tuck-
ing oach coverlet into order again, until a final pat of tho little lace pillow
shams proclaimed their work finished.

I could not refrain from wishing, as I looked at the smooth level of the
coverlet, that our own particuiar Bridget could boe induced to takoe a few les.
sona from the children, and learn that the surface of a bod is not necessarily
a mountain range, with low-lying valleys between,
