.man, Miss Elizabeth D-lhun, of Thuaruhan, and
Aesigned by.Charles Hausom, Esq, archiect, of
Cliften, nesr Bristol, 4s esected on the site of the
old chtpel, near to Thumham Hall, 1ts founda.
.ion having been luid on the 18ih day ot March,
last year.

SPIRE.

The spire rises to tho height of ane hundred
faet terminating with a brass oross, and is de-
signed from the best models now remaining in
Eagland, but pariicularly from those in the coun-
iy of Northampion, and its graceful tapering
forma is 2 new feature in tho surrounding laud-
scape. Viewed from the Lancaster and Preston
lins of railway, at the Galgate Statiun, whence
along the canal is the directest way 1o the church,
the spire is a conspicuous and wteresting ob-
ject. .

The exterior of the church is built of stone
from Miss Dalton’s quarry, near Lancaster ; and
isconstrocted with dressed quuins, mouldings,
&c, and-filled with rubble, poimed with dark
morsar, which gives it an effiéct of an ancient
<burch even at thisearly period. The aeveral
gables terminate with’beawtitolly floriatéd cros-
ses. The inside dimensions of nave and-aisles
ae 65 feet by 38, of the chancel 25 feet by 16,
