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THE ALLIANCE CONVENTION,

Tur Alhianee meeting was a success.
It was a Convention of earncst, fovel-
headed men, anxious to do the best
thing in the best way, for the promo-
tion of the Prohbation cause. There
was no nonsense about them, business
was pushed through with prompitude
and eapedition, There was no hesita-
tion about denouncing wrong-doing, no
matter who was tho offender. There
~as no desire to slurk the disagreecable
duty of exposing political insincerity,
even though the insincere politicians
were supposed to Lo (politically speak-
ing) in harmony with tho exposer.
The desire of the Convention, was to
find the causcs of -the difliculties our
movement had met, and was likely to
meet, then to go to work judiciously for
the removal of these impediments.

The tone of the Convention was
good, there was no uncertainty or
half-heartedness about it. Regret was
capressed that political conplications
und party machinations should have
worked ngamst us in IHalton, but
there is to be no going back, no slack-
cmng  of [effort.  1epeal movement
will be fought, and agitation will
go on, until Prohibition prinejles
triumph, and the liquor traflic is
suppressed.

A good deal of attention was given to
the * moral suasion ” line of campaign
work It was recognized that sound
public opinion based on intelligent re-
cognition of the facts upon which
temperance reform are based, is tho
strength of our movement, and that
while there is to be no slackening in
political work, ncither must there be
any relaxation in persistent effort to
develop and strengthen public opinion
in favor of total abstinence and against
the still too prevalent drinking cus
tomns of the community.

The same wise pohicy of eiectoral
action, that had proved itself so effec
tine where fairly tried, was again re-
commended. ‘There were those pre
sent who found fault with electoral ac-
tion, and did not beheve it to be prac
ticable, but testimony was fortheoming
to show that in many constituencies
it had made itself felt, and the in-
creased Prohibition vote of the present
Parliament over the last, was pointed
out as proof that the hne of campaign
work adopted, has not been wneffective.
More than usual attentivn was
given to the important subject of
Prohibition Literature. The Cawana
Citizes wak strongly commended 1 a
cavcfully prepared report, backed up
by foreible and stirring speeches.  Our
workers are beginning to recogniae the
value and extent of the work perform
ed in *' 15 direction, and we trust the
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ringing utterances ~f the President, so

t warmly cndorsed by many other speak-
jers, will not e forgotten by friends in

overy put of the country, who, by
helping to «xtend tho circulation of
our Peolibition paper, can render in.
valuable assistanco to our cause.

proaching sunmer. If the Executive
Committes of the Dominion Alliance

THE BASIS OF OUR REFORM,

It is somotimes necessary, 1 every
great reformation, for even the most
advanced advoeates to go back to rver
fresh both mind and spitit by & review
of the imtial pnnciples. Jgnorance
amongst tho rank and file may perhaps
apply i carna! warfure, but,—

“ Theirs nout to reason why,
Their but to do and dde.”

are not the lines on which to gain any
great moral victory. A full, complote,
heart-sticring knowledge of the * rea
son why " gives encrgy and stability ,
and forms the very backbone of the
enterprise. This is so in our great
temperance reformation, Without the
support of public opinion uil law-

and cspeciully permissive law——must
ever fail so accomplish the end for
which it was enacted, But what is
public opinion but coneensus of con-
viction, and how is conviction possible
without the inception and comparison
of evidencot He who would do must
know. Men without firm convictions
seldom performn great actions. Nearly
all vur weak-kneed prohibitionists are
of a clnss who have never studied the
great and eternal principles that lie at
the very foundation of the temper-
ance reformation. He who knows by
the calm evidence of history and the
vigorous voics of daily experience,
that the manufacture and public salo
of strong drinks are always and under
all conditions evil, varied only in de-
gree , he who hus learned by the logic
of common sense that willingly to per-
mit an evil is to becowme morally re-
sponsible for and verily guilty of its
crimes  such # man can have but one
mind, one voice, one vote respecting
1it, and with all three, nay, with every
power of body and spirit he will cry
“ Exterminate! Prohibit! Extermin
ate the whole drinking system.” We
would warn the temperance workers
of this country that they build not a
lofty, imposing superstiucture that
1s not wind and weather proof
There are dark days and tempestuods
seasons for every great undertaking,
and woe to that edifice that is reared
on the sands of mere sentiment or
passing excitement.  Tet us build
on a good foundation, hewn deep into
the rock bed of eternal truth  Let our
knowledge be our power, and then
every step that raises us nearer the
Ingh awmlation of our hope, once taken
will be forever gained. There 18 in-
deed nu small wisdot: in making haste
slowly Onc of ®he crying needs of
our time is the careful, continual in-
culcation of the initial truths in the
temperance platform.  As of old, we
have to tench tho usclessuess and dan
ger of drink to the individual, to show
that it 1s not bread, but sure, if slow,
poison  We have to pass on to the
proposition that that which is not good
for tho meinbers of & community in
dividually cantot be good for the
members of that commumnty collective
ly, or, in the words of a great writer,
“What is physien 'y injurious is
morally wrong ; w' -tis morally wrong
can never be politically right.” We
must reiterate and illustrate the old
truism that as are the facilitis ao is
We havo to get and give
clear 1deas us to the rights of minor
ities 3 and we have to combat with

the werciless logic of fact that fusty
and fossilized folly that prohibitionl

fuils to prohibit. Only so can we
raiso true men. Jaot our recruits bo
fed on faots and exercized by contro-
versy and Scott Act contests, and
they will *ba strong.”  But remen
ber, eaorciso without nutiitfon means
eabaustion, just us reception without
netivity means fudolonee, staguntion
and surfeit. It therdfore becomes us
to be netive in all departimnts of tem
perance effort and to Juud n helping
band to every work and worker. The
line of netion we have indieattd mny
seem slow ; it may be such as are over
looking for tesults will be ill content
to await tho frnition  DBut thore must
evut be seasons of sowing and of har
vest—waiting Is somctimes working!
Pocts paint Truth as everyouthful ;
she can afford to wait. God forbid
that weo should endure this louible
tuiquity in our midst one moment
longer than needs be  Far be it fiom
us to counsel sloth, We would much
rather raiso tho fiery cross at nny
moment than wait in awbush. But
battles are often won before the fight
begins, Let us therefore make sure
our ground and mmnke clear ous paths
We must not fail to organize e
member, only by tho same methods s
i those by which we gatned, ean we 1¢-
tain, what we have, Any umstitution
which keeps unitcd our friends and
enlightens the public generully is good,
any hterature which silently wotks on

be welcome,

by all the sudden impulses it has
ever known

Above all, let us not form too low un
estimate of the nature and value of
our work. Ours is no mere ulilitarian
movepient, It is the enlistment of
truth in a high, a sacred, struggle for
the sulvation of the bodies and souls of
men. It is & watfare the weapons of
which are not carnal, and to the further.
ance of which we may call the highest
and noblest instincts of men, and may
xeek and expect the approval and sup-
port of the Omnipotent.
