This mission
ombraces 12 townships in the northern
part of the County of Irontenac in the
prevince and Diocess of Ontario, and
covers._an. area of at lenst 1600 square
miles of & rough and hilly country, much
of which has been. known chiefly to the
hunter and . the lumberman, A few
yoors since the government opened it for
seitlement by offering free grants to
aotual sottlers, Thore, thoh, havo sottled
many people from the older townships of
Ontarie. and’ the ether provinces, and
among them quite & large namber whe
either aro orwore membors of the Church
of England. Many of the seitlora are
nacessarily poor, coming ag they have
dong, ompty-handed  into such a wild
track. As (o the future prespects of
thess people I will not .vonturen word,
As o missionary, I have to deal with
their prosent condition and- pieint them
‘heavonwnrd in the pnth of the Cross.
