In this
way ] beoame intimately acquainted with the
varions nations that, se a raole, arson the
western coast, and I think I understand the
cause of the ponderanca of power held by she
Republio of Chlll. The population of the
entire western part of South Amerios s alm-
Hlar, conslsting for the most part of balf and
quarter-breed Spavlards, the Indian blood
dominating, with a very considerable amount
of biack blood in the North. Mauy Germsns
are met with and a tew Americans, but the
natives of both nations are mere ssjournars
and should not be considered aa belonging to
the trae population. Ia Chill alone iz there
s strong element of European blood lofused
into the people, and this has enabled them to
take their present commanding position.

Talk about New York belng gonrmd by
the Iriah ! No olty in the world tw s0 much
under Hibernlan control ss Valpario, and
that city governa Chill, aud, in consequence
of the victortes gained by that country, Pera
alao. The Ithah ta Valparaleo, however, oo-
capy & very diffarent porition from that held

’ by them in the Unlted States, as they do not
govern by force of numbsre but by force of
character, forming by count but an inslgnifi-
csnt portion of the population. The beginn-
Ing of tho Irleh lofunence osn ba dated from
the arrival of Admiral Cochran, the famons
Lord Dundoaald. Althougb an Eogllshman
nearly all bis companions and fellow-adven-
turers were Catholic Irish, sud after he sur-
rendered command of the fleet and left the
coustry those who had accompanied him re-
mained and made their homes in Chill.
These men and their descendanta formed »
regular military oligarchy, and have in reali-
ty governed Chili {from 1540 to the present
time.

After the Olvil War In the United States a
Iarge number of Cleburn’s Irish Brigade made
thefr way to Chlll and organizad s army on
the model of that of the Southern Confeder-
acy. For yesrs they wers engaged in a sort
of guerilla warfare with the Patagonlans,
which resembled greatly that waged agalnst
the Indiaos {n the United States. A tew of
Cochran’s old sallors organized the fleet and
brought It vessels to a high atate of disclp-
line and efficiency. The country waapoor,
the mlues having generally falled, and for
years Caill attracted little attention even in
South America. But suddenly the tronble
with Peru culminated in war, and the
Chilian troops bad a chenge of showing what
they could do. Evea Iln Valparaiso the
fecling was that the nation was entering
into & ocoutest in which the chances
were groatly againat 1t, and a auccese-
fal termination was hoped for rather than

sinached,, But the first _bntIf showed the re-
though far outoumbered the Chilfan 'Eroo‘pl;

by sheer déaperation of valor, awept the Pern-
vians from the front, oms small regiment,
formed exclmsively of Irish-Amerleans con-
quering more than five timee their number.,
"The Peruvians, led by halt-breed officers, ran
like sheep before the furious Irish onelaught,
and the country was overron within a few
moathe. To emphaaize the cause cf the as-
tonishing viotory of the Chillans several en-
gagementa took place between forces com-
manded by native officers on both sides, and
the result in every inatance was that the
Peruvians won, But when Irlsh officers som-
maoded the Southern Republic was always
victorioue, and as to the Irish regiment the
Peruvlane, nfter the second combat, never
dared walt ite attack but fled precipitately
84 roon A8 the drums beat the obarge. Even
on the ocean, whera the brave German Ad-
miral Grau bhad commaad, the fight went
agalnst the Peruviane, and they were soon
reduced to a condition of kelplessness entire-
ly owing to the Irish in the Cailfan servioe.

Theee men wore slmost deified by the na.
tives, and ever since the Peruvian war bave
held complote control of Chili, which, ander
the form of a republic Is to-day really an
irish emplre, the oaly one in the world, Tho
names of McGilroy, Reille—the Spanish for
0'Rallly—O'Beirne, and others of the samo
Hibernian derivation are to-Gay the most be-
loved and honored among the Spanish-Indian
population, and a vislting Irishman is regard.
ed as an arlstocrat, a poaition he oconpios no-
where else on earth.

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.chafed spota should be oiled,

FARM AND GARDEN.

Interesting facts on .Agriculture
worth Enowing.

We are azked for the symptoms of glanders,
fn horsea. Here they are, as given by that
eminent veterinarian, Dr, Laws : Laoguor,
dry, starting ooat, red, weepiog eyes, im.
paired appetite, accelerated pulse and brgath.
ing, yellowlsh-red or purple sireaks or patches
in the note, watery nasal diacharge, with
sometimss painful dropsical awellings cf the
ltmbe and jointe. Soon the nusal flow becomes
yellow ana sticky, causing the halrs and tkin
of the nostrils ta adhere together, and upon
the mucons membrane appesr yellow eleva-
tions with red spots, pauing Into erosions
and deep ulcers of irregular form and varled
color, and with little or no tendency to heal,
The lymphatlc glands inside the lower jaw,
where the pulee is felt, become anlarged, bard
and notaolar like a mnsss of peas aud beans,
snd are occasionally trmly adhersnt to the
skin, the tongoe or the jaw bone. The lym-
phatics of the fece often rise as fine cords.
An occasional congh ia heard and osculation
detects crepltation and wheezing in the oheat.
The nlcers increate in number and depth,
often invading the gristle and even the boene
—the glands also beoome enlarged, but re.
main bard aud nodular, the diecharge ve-
comes bloody, fetid and so abundant and ten-
aclous as to threaten or accomyplish sufliostion,
and the animal perishes In great divtress.—
Ryral World.

Neeping Eggs.

I saw in your paper an article on the valne

of eggs through the summer monthe, saying
they ought to be concumed at home as much
as posuible. I think, as far ae the profiz is
concerned, they ought tobe ueed as economic-
ally as when they are worth from twenty-five
to forty cents per dezen,
I pat down 100 dozer fresh egge, plcked up
every day two years ago, packingthem in
coarse  barrel aalt, beginning the Ist of
Angust. I wrapped each egg with paper,
twiating the ends, and packed the egga with
the little end down. 1 ecld them the last of
Dzcember for thirty cents per dozso.

I left three egpe In the salt as an expori-
meat, and forgot all about them until the
next September, one year and ome month,
when I took them out, They wers aa clear
to look at an they were the day they were pu:
down, and when thay were broken they were
asfresh, except having drisd down a little.

Tne paper keeps the ralt from the eggr, and
wh-o taken out carefally they cannot be told
from fresh egge if they have oot been packed
more than elght months,

1 shall begin packing this year an soon a»
the lat ot May, and sm sure of having my
eges frevh and all right next December.

I am keeping abuat fifty hena—hnve had
peor success the past wintor ir getting opgy,
batam convinced that the fault was in my
not giving them proper care.

I have kept an exact account for two yenrs
past, and until this winter I have cleared a
net profit of $1.50 per hen each year.—Mir
ror.

Fertillaer for Pess,

Land that {s too poorto grow the cow pea
undoubtedly needs a featilzer, For this pur-
pose nothing s buttter than a good article of
aold phoephute ; ln fact.any fertlliz r contaln-
ing potash, The Sawthern Cultivator recom-
mends the following :

A mixture of acid phorpate and keinit, or
in place of Ekalnit, muriate of potash or
cotton zeed hull asher, 50 ns to give about
cn&thhd potash to two-thirds phosphoric
acld.

Po'ntoes Growipg Iln Straw.

The writor bas planted Irish potatoes for
yenrs with and without straw,and has alwaye
had the bast ylcld by the nse of straw. Have
the land well plowed, and then make off your
tows with shallow farrew. Cut and drop
your potatoes, and then put planty of straw
on them, With a tarning powl break np the
middles.  This doew not even entirely the
straw, but leave it in the condition untit
slter u gnod rale, and theu pull up and even
tho straw while wet, By tne time the pota:
toes spront ahove the ground, there will he
potatoes formed ae large a2 mnsrbler, Any
kind of grasa or oat straw will do.—Tinies
Union,

A good Inzect deatroyor Issald to be a lquid
formed by boiling 63 graine of rod American
potach and the same quantity each of flowera
ot sulphur and eowp, in oneand three-quarters
pints of water. 11 it reqaires to be stronger
the quantity of potash and sulphur may be
doubled.

Accordlng to the New York IHerald,* an
important dlacovery (if his experlence is oon-
ficmed next season) has besn made by a gar-
dener who olaims that the elder la not at-
tacked by any kind of the fns:ct, and that
when he covered the cabbasges, equashes,
cucumbera and other plants with leaves of
the common elder bash tho 1nsects kept away.
Ho reports that aneighbor kept the carculio
trom plam ¢rees by packing branches of
elder through them, If this remedy proves
successful with others it wlll save a large loss
annually,”

An old teamster of fifty yeara’ experfence
says he bhus never had » ocase of galls upon
his animsle where the following praventive
was adopted, which was simply to rub the
collara inside every few days, with a little
neat’s-foot oll, and the moment any dirt was
found stlcking like wax to wash It off with
warm goapends and then oil, A yoks from
oxen, or collar from a horse, thould not be
removed when brought into the stable from
work until the swent I8 entirely dry. and al}

For farm meanure the sheep Is surpsssed
anly by the hen aad rivalled only by the hog,
[t 18 much eagler to vave manure from the
sheep, less of theliquid beinglost, Owing to
the dryness of the zolid, most of the liquld is
soaked =p and saved, while that from cattle
is lost, or saved only In expensive tanks or
cemented cellars. Sheep, while on graes,
scatter their manure mach more evenly, and
it is, therefore, of much gresater value, Thus

{ncrease in fertility,”
