" Rer, Henry Bdward Munniog, soa of the lats Wil-
iiam Manning, Beq., was born At Totteridge, in the
Berifordshire, on the 15ith July, 1503. He wns
educated at Harrow, from whence ke proceeded to
Oxford, aud entered 83 an ander-greduate at Balliol
College in 1827, In Michaelmas Term, 1830, be tock
a first class in classics, apd waa abortly afterwru:da
elscted Fellow of Merton Collsge, where hs reterin.-
ed ualil 1833, Haviog become a minister in the
Proteatact Church, he entered upon the living of
Lavingtor, in Sussex, and it waa duriog bis resi-
dence thers that he publizhed the eeries of sermons
which to this day are in high repute amongst Ang-
licens.

—Passing along
the shores of the Mediterranean, it invaded France
by way of Avignon, spreading theace to Englaad on
the one hand, and to Germacy on the other; whence
like the cholera of the present day, it doubled back,

two years later, to Russia, and so back to the East.

The Black Death, so called from the rapid putrefac:

tion of the bodies of its victims, waa of the same na-
ture as the Uriental plague—viz, a putrid. typhus,
only of a graater malignity, The boils and boboes
of the latter disease were found in the former when--
ever the patient lived long enocugh to permit their

development. The inhabitants of Europe at that
time have been computed at 105,000,000 —a high es-
timate. Of these 25,000,000, or one fourth of the
whole, perished ! Ia England it was atill more fatal
owing, to the ruder habita of the pecple. During
the term of one year—viz, from August, 1348, to
August 1349 three-fourths of the wheole population
perished 1 Indeed, if we are to credit the annalists
of the period, not more than cne-tenth escaped !
Many sucoumbed in a few hours, like Seannacherib’s
host ; none endured for three deys. ‘In Francenum

mined to stop it. 1 feel I am exercising a great re-
sponzibility by my action in this case, It is right
that searuen should know that the law and the courts
wil protect them, and ‘hereby ameliorate their con-
dition, With this view I shall go on heaping pua-
ishment npon punishment, until such a lesson be
taught a8 will wipe such crimea out of existence,—
In the Awerican navy such conduct is not permitted
aod why should it be on board our merchant shipa ?
Seamer shquld koow t2at courts of law will deal
out equal justice. By the provizions of the statute I
could send you to tbe county jail, for the several
odenses, for a period of something more than a quar-
ter of u century. I have songht to give the smallest
amonn! of pucishmest consigtent with my duty, but
the case requires that an example should be made,
and I intend that these things shall stop.
