"TIRISH INTELLIGENCE,.

The Very Rev. Dr. Woodlock, Reetor of the Ca-
tholic University, and the secretary to *the Cardi.
nal Archbishop of Dublin.’ bave hastened to repu-
diate the scheme af iutermediate cducation referred
to in my letter which appeared in The Times yeater-
day. The former gives his reasons categorically,
uander eight beads, The education would be mixed ;
it would not be nnder the guidance of the true
Church, whereas four-fifths of the proposed commitiee
are not Oatholics, inciudiepg bishops of - the Church
by law established, which bas been ihe prolific
source of evile 1o the country.’ He does not recog-
nize the leadership of the Dublin Ugiversity, and
protests against its right to interfere with the eduea-

_tion of Catholics. The fifth objection is thus express.
ed 1 — )

‘On the other band, the Catholic clergy, who
thoroughly ecjoy the confidence of our people, are
not adequately represented on your proposed com-
mittee. It does not appear under the auspices of the
distinguisked Cardinal, our Archbishop io this city,
a most learned man, and of the greatest experience
m educational matters. The pames of Catbolic
clergymen ars few compared to those of otber deno-
mircations. Notone of our nnmercus excellent Ca-
tholic schools and colleges for lay education is re-
presented by its bead, or by any member of ita
teaching statf. In fine, although I fied upon your
list the names of four distingnished Catholic prelates,
still I have no reason to believe that they will cot be
a8 moch astonished to find their names on your pro.
posed committee as I was to find mine.’

To some persons the picture thus set forth swill
sppear but kn exnggeraied description of s pstent
fact; by others it will be considered an ignoble
calumny.

Now, Sir, I do not presume to pronounce dogma-
tically between ibese two conclusions, No one man
can bope, by go simple an expedient es s lotter to
1he Times, materially to influence the opinions of
hia fellow-conntrymen on &o vital a question, But
aa oae of those held up 1o the execration of the
civilized world, and to, the special Latred of rhose
in the midst of whom I live, it will pot appear up-
reagonable that [ should suggest the propriety of a
patient examination of the grounds which are aup-

Perhape the simplest method of conducting smch

‘The law has been made by
the lapdowners for their own behoof, and a9 a re-
suit, you have a population fleeing from 1heir coun-
try.! ‘Ireland is & country from which thousands of
families have been driven by the forve of the land-
owners and the power of the law ’ L

Now, Sir, are these thicgs true? That is the
inquiry I propose to prosecute.

First, Hag the [rish exodus, a3 it has been termed,
been a calamity or the reverse? .

We bave to consider this question from two poiuts
of view, inasmuch as it bas s ffected the condition of
two classes of persons, namely, those who went
away, and those who stayed at home.

There i3 one gingle fact whick will probably be
accepted as safs indication ot the effects of emigra-
tion on the destinies of tkose who toock partin it.
To their immortal honor, within 18 years after their
departore tkey had sent back to Ireland upwarda of
£12,000,000 of money, chiefy for the purpose of
enabling their friends to follow their example.—
Now, unless they had prospered, these savings conld
not have been accumulated ; unless their new exiat-
ence had been full of promiss they would Dot have
tempted their brethren to join ihem. But whatif,
jnatead ofsetting forth to reap the golden harvests
of the West, these forlorn multitudes had remained,
pent up within their rainy valleys, would the exist-
ing population, those that have clung to tbe old
coun'ry inspise of everything, —would they be now
the bettsr or tbo woise? Two obrious couse-
quences must have followed,—wages would have
been lower, rents higher than they are now, while a
very large proportion of the pessantry would be oc~
copying farms half the sizs of thoie they Are at
present cullivating. Now, low wages and high
renis may be advantageous io & ceglnin senee to tte
manufacturer, to the landlord, and #o the recruiting
sergeant ; but how do tbey azffcct the masses—the
tenant, the labourer,and the mechanic? Whenl
wag in the west ot Ireland =zome 15 years ago the
rate of agricultural wages vuried from helf a-crows
to 53, & week. Ever gizce 1t bas gradually edvanced
ranging in the south and west of Ireland from 102,
to 12s,, or even 143, & week ; while in the porth the
laborer is almost absolutely master of the market
and can dictate what terms he pleases.

To those who closely wuich the transitions]
»hases of our national life indications are percepiible
of a similar emancipatory process beginning to
aflect the position of the tarmiog classes Io pro-
portion a8 the neasant cultivator bas become awsre
of the existence of a more hopeful theatre for the
exercise of his energies than that presented to him
aad his children by the misernble zeven or eight
acres hs now miserably culiivates, that morbid bun.
ger for a bit of land which has been the bane of Ire.
land i: gradoally subsiding; competition Las re.
iaxed something of its puicidal energy, and these ja
regecn to hope that in the same way as the Irish
labourer bas elready risen from tke condition of 8
mere serf to be his employer's equal, in process of
time the tenant larmer will be able to trea: with his
landlord on wore independent terms.

But it may e objected by those who deplore emi-

tion, may be more compressible than anotber.

gration, that bad these vanished thousands remained
among u3s productica would have been stimulated,
and ths wallbeiog of the whole commuoity propor-
\ionately increased, Let us see how far ihia weuld
be a reasonable expectation.

Had no emigration taken piace from Ieland, aad
hed the population continned to multiply at its nor-
mal rate, the additional increase to our prescent
numbers would by this time bave amounted 10 three
millions of sonls, and as there is po reazon to suppose
that such a circumatance would heve materinlly ex-
panded the restricted manufagturing operations of
the country, the lsrger vroportion of tbese three
millions would have bad to depend upon the land
for their support. Now, it sppears from ax cffizisl
Report, drawn up on the conjoiot authority of
Archbishop Whately, Arcbbishop Murray, and Mr.
Moore O’Farrell, that in 1845 five persons were em-
pioyed in the cultivation of the soil in freland for
every two that cultivated the same quantity of land
in Great Britein, while the sgriculiural preduce ol
Great Britain was four timea the agriculiural pro-
duce of Ireland, As a matier of fact, tbereiore, and
50 far as the past is conceroed, the addition zo the
agricuitural produce of Ireland has not been pro.
portionate to the excera of the agriculiural popula-
tion,

It may, however, be pretended that 20 npsatis-
factory a resuli is 1o be eecounted for by the nnin-
telligent method in which tkis redundavey of labor
bas been applied to the soil. But in the Lothians
of Scotland, and in certain parts of England, the
art of agriculture i3 neltber uointelligently nor
unsuccessiully practised, and probabiy & given space
ia there made to produce a3 large a crop ks the
united efforts of man ard nature are destined to
accomplish; yet in those lecalities it bss been
found that about 18 men, with a swall proportion of
women, are suflicient to ¢ hivate in the mes: effi-
cient manner 500 acres of arable [and.

If we apply this proportion to ihe 15,833 §92
acres of laud under cattle and crops in Ireland we
shall see that about 500,600 perssns would bs able
to cultivate the en'ire area. Bai by the Census
retns of 1861 the number of those engaged iu
agricnltural pursuita in 1hal coupiry amounia to
npwarda of 800,000 persona—~that i8 to :swy, to
300,000 more than are necessary 1o the most con-
summate cultivation of the soil.  Couscquently,
there ia still in Ireland a considerable section of the
iphabitants with their wives and children dependent
for their support upon the Iund, whese misapplied
industry isas noproductive us if it were devoted to
the grinding of a treadmill or the liftiog of shot;
but though contrivating nothirg to the producing
power of the class with which tbey are incorporated
they bave to be supperted out of it profits, of wuich,
consequently, they diminish i-5 o much the share 10
tbe remainder, To deoy thix is to assert— firat, that
you can make a vessel sail faster by doubling tbe
complement of her ¢crew, and, 2econd, thal the seper-
numerary hands will have maie no impression on
the ship’s rations by the end ¢f the voyage.

But if, instead of the 300,000 persons at present
left in this false position, the hundreds of thonsands
who have emigrated had remained av home 10 breed
apd stagnate on the overburdened soil, iz it not
evident that a atate of things would not exist mn
Ireland such as no man can thiak of without a
sbudder ? :

The increase of every nation murst be limited by
the extent and capabilities of 1he area it occupies,
and the amount of capital it possesses.

Thie law is of universal application, though one
race from its more sordid habits, or lower civiliza-
But,

have done in Franoe, or the surplug popualation will
emigrate, ag, has been the case in. Germany, in Ire-
land, and alesder degree in England.”: - - .

* Up.to-the year 1846 the soil -of.lieland retaived
the: capacity of producing, to an almoes unlimited,
extent; a . certain root, containing ‘all - the elements
necessary for the.support of buman life. - The ex-
pansion of the nopulation was propertionate to tbe
faciljties it enjoyed for obtaining sustenapce. Sud-
denly, by tbe visitation of God, those facilities were
withdrawn ; the potato failed ; no other product of
the soil existeq to take its place; corn croos neither
supplied the same amount of nutriment, mor could
they b2 grown in succeszive yesrs on the same spot.
The lite sustsining power of the aoil, in fuet, hed
become restricted ; as an inevitable consequence the
population of the island has become proportiorately
restricted, and exactly in the same. way ag the work-
ing classes of Maochester would have been obliged to
remove to other centres of indastry, had the cotton
femine contirued, hss the zurplus populaiion of
Ireland been compelled to smigrate to a more fertile

When, therefore, M:. Bright speaks of Ireland as
being the ouly country from wiich an extensive emi-
gration bas taken place, he misrepresenta fucts which
cught to be within hie knowledge,
erpigration frow Jreland has amounted to )ess than
104,000 & year during the last ten years, but from
Germany alone, and piiocipally from North Ger-
maoy, a3 mapy as 250,000 persons have emigrated ia
& single year, while beiween 1851'and 1861 the emi.
gration from Great Britsin has averaged about 74,000
8 year ; and when be deseribes those whom he invi-
diously terma ° the ruling classes’ as standing alooe
in their opimon—gn opision which, according to aim
i inspired by tbeir selfisbness snd stupidity —tbat
emigration hes been vo calamity to Ireland, be states
what is bolh ungenerous and untrue. Plang for the
express purpose of stimulating emigration have been
devizéd and ndvocated from time to time by such
men as Mr. Smith O’'Brien, Mr. Wyse, and Mr. Shar-
man Crawford ; while, did your space permit, [
migat turnish dozens of quotations ‘0 show how
common such & couviction i3 to every schgol of po-
litics and elass of society.

To autribute its existence to our stupidity and
selfishness is even more gratuitous, When did a
tradesman ever complain of the multitude of his
customers, or a manufacturer of the easiness of 1be
labor market? Bat what i3 the owner of an estate
other than a trader in land? His tenants are his
customerd; the morestrenuous their competition, the
bigher his rents, und the denser their oumber, the
more Keenly will they compete; emigration bas a
tendency to diminish rather than 1o increase his
rental, and if it has not dere S0 already it is because
it bas not continued long enough.

Very frequently the landiord iz & large employer
of labor. Within tbe.last 15 years I myself have
paid away upwards of £50,000 in wages alone —
During tho last balf of that period, in conseguence
of therise in wages, I have got much less for my
money than I did doring the first helf, and my cog-
sequent loss compairing one period with sanotber,
would amoun?t 10 severul thousand poucds, and this
bas been & direct consequence of the emigration.—
But, thongh a dealer in land, and & payer of wagee,
I em above all things, an [rishmso, and a8 an Irish.
man 1 rejoice At any circumetance which tends to
strengthen rhe independence of the temant farwer,
or to0 add to the comforts of the laborer's existenca

Mz. Borr's Lawp Bir=Draivace.—The biil
prepared by Mr, Bott for the reform of the Irish land
code has been discussed by the public press, of all
shades of opinion. Mapy have called ite good
measure, or ot & capable of deing much service to
the temamt withon: injuring the landlord; whilst
others bold an opposite opinicn. We have not a3
yet reag this productior of an able lawyer, but we
believe wo are correct in stating that it ajma to do
two important things; which, if sanctioned by par-
ilament, would give great relief to the tenaniry of
Ireland. We all koow that the landlords have the
vower to evict every tenant at will oo their estates
and thai the present law enables them 1o raise the
rent of land 1o any sum they think proper.

Now these powers, we regret to say, have been
wielded by many landlords without mercy, and the
result bag been most disustrous to the country.—
Toe farmars 20 treated have been either driven from
tbe land or converted into paupers. The greedy
landlor 8 have raised the rents wherever they counld
aod placed burthens on the 2bhoulders of their tenants
whielt they were unable 10 bear. If & tenant im.
proved lis farm, the rent was immediately increased
and he was taxad for his own improvements ! If he
remmopstrated he was iold to leavs ths farm, as
athers wonld be found io give a bigher rent; and
thus he kad the choice to remaic and become a pau-
per, or to lexve, and receive nothing for the capital
in labour and money whick ke had expended

A country where lawa of this kind are tolerated
could not be expected to prosper ; and if Mc, Buti's
oitl sbouild pecome Jaw, it will effvct mnch good for
the tenant farmers, But we maintain that oy land
lawrs that du vot provide cumpensgation for improve-
ment, will not giva real protecticn to the tecvants,
nor encourage them to improve the lupd, There is
nothing wore required by the soil of Ireland thne
perfect drainage.  More then oue balf of the county
requireg 1o be drained, snd if that were properly
performed, toe pr. dace of corn, grass and roos crops
wonld be more than double what it i3,

As a proof of this we may mention that we have
geen wot land near Dundulk, which, a few years
since, produced nothiscg bus mess and soar grass. —
If it were plougbed, and seed vats or barley cast
into it iz Mareh oc April, the harses couléd hardly
pves over it; aad half the seed wia, perizsed’ by the
wet and cold But ic has been drained a year or
two sioce, and this year it prodoced fnlly twenty
barrel3 of oaia per ncre.  The soil hag become dry
sbu enaily ulled, and it is capab’e of yielding large
cropg of whest, onts or flax. )

Now if all the wet land of Ireland were treated in
a similar manner, we haveno doubt at ell that it
would be f. ur times a3 fertile aa itis. Sce, then, the
loss Ireland sustuias for want cf s law to give com.
peasation for improvements. Some people sre silly
vnough to ask—* Why dou't the teuruis make the
iwopruvements snd trust to their landlords?’ We
su7 in reply, that they bave ssea improviag ienants
ruiged by landlords, and they ars wirais 1o meer a
timilar fate. But give them a guarantee that if they
improve, their reots won't be raized or their improve-
ments confiscated, and they will svon vommence the
good work.~ Dundallc Democral.
