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The Department of External Affairs announced today
that o Bilateral Agreement for Air Services between Canada and
Norwey was signed this af'ternoon in Ottawz. The Honourcble
Lionel Chevrier, Minister of Transport, signed on behalf of
Coneda, vhile His Excellency Daniel Steen, Minister to Canade
for Norway, signed on behclf of his Governrment.

This Agreement is similer to the previous Agreement
concluded by Canade with Sweden in 1947 and with Denmark in
1949 ond provides for the direct carricge of traffic between
Cenade cnd Norwey. Gander, Hewfoundlend, has been designated
as the eirport in Cunade et which Norway may cxercise its
troffic rights.

An cirline owned by the Gevernment of Norway is a
partner together with 2 Swedish and a Danish airline in the
pcoled Scardinavian Airlines System. This joint compony hés
already been operating into Canada by virtue of the ecrlier
