puring the conference, Mr, Clark will have
meetings to discuss bilateral issues with the Prime
Minister of New Zealand, and his colleagues the
Foreign Ministers of Australia, Indonesia, Singapore,

Following the ASEAN conference, Mr. Clark
will make a bilateral visit to the Philippines from
June 28 to July 2. He will meet with senior members
of the Philippines government, including President
Corazon Agquino, Vice-President and Minister of
Foreign Affairs, Salvador H. Laurel. He will also
visit the island of Negros in order to view Canadian

development projects.
