To Our Beloved and Faithful the Senators of the Dominion of Canada, and the
Memnbers elected to serve in the House of Commons of Our said Dominion,
and te each and every of you,-GR=niNG:

A PROCLAMATION

W HERAS Our Pariament of Canada was summoned to meet on Thursday,Xvthe nineteenth day of the month of January, 1928, at whichi time at Our
City of Ottawa, you were held and constrained te appear. Nevertheless, for
certain causes and considerations, We do Will, by and with the advice of Our
Privy Counil for Canada, that you and each of you, be as to Us in this matter
entirely exonerated, Commanding, and by the tenor of these Presents enjoining
you, and each of you, and ail others in this behaif interested, týhat on THURS-
DAY, the TWENTY-SIXTH day of the month of JANUARY, 1928, at Our
City of Ottawa, aforesaid, personally you be and appear, for the DESPATCII
0F BUSINESS, te treat, do, act and conclude upon these things which in Our
said Parliament of Canada, by the Common Council of Our said Dominion, may
by the favour of God be ordained.

INr TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent., and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunder affixed. WITNESS:

Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Counsellor the Right Honourable
Francis Alexander Anglin, Chîef Justice of Canada and Administrator
of the Government of Our Dominion of Canada.

At Our Government House, in Our City of OTTAWA, in Our said Dominion,
this ninth day of December, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-seven and in the eighteenth year of Our
Reign.
