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your difficulties, since I appreciate very much
the privilege cf sitting in this chamber with
you in the chair.

I wish te tbank him in
particular for the kind remarks be made
about my predecessor in Coichester-Hants,
a very gallant Canadian wbo bas done se
mucb te serve bis country.

Mr. S±anfield: 0f course it remains te be
seen what service be bas rendered bis coun-
try in this instance.

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh.

Mr. Stanfield: I assure the Prime Minîster
that it will certainly be my endeavour, and I
arn sure the endeavour cf the opposition, te
assist in the operation cf the bouse and in
forwarding the business cf the country.

I arn fuily aware of the importance cf the
position I now hold as Leader cf the Opposi-
tion. I think a good opposition is essential te
good government, and if by being a good
opposition we incidentally improve the gov-
ernment in the process, this will be some-
thing in whic'h we and the Canadian people
alike will rejoice. More seriously, we have a
heavy responsibility on our side of the bouse
and we shall do our best te discbarge it
properly.

I wish to express my appreciation aise te
the leaders cf the other parties who bave
welcomed me here this afternoon. I should
like te say a word particularly te the leader
cf tbe New Dernocratic party about bis refer-
ence te the many services I have performed
in Nova Scotia. He omitted, bowever, te refer
te one service which I often dlaim te have
performed in Nova Scotia. I was a little sur-
prised that wben referring te my wrecking
activities be did net refer te the manner in
which we had succeeded in wrecking bis
party in that province.
