DISPUTE WITH NABET-POSITION 0F NEGOTIATIONS-
INTER VENTION 0F MEDIATOR

Mr. David Lewis (York South): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question for the Secretary of State or the Minister of
Labour-I do not know which one may be able ito inform
the House. Have negotiations between the CBC and
NABET resumed, and is there any mediator or conciliator
present during these negotiations?

Hon. Martin P. O'Connell (Minister of Labour): Mr.
Speaker, about two weeks ago the corporation made a
statement of its position. Earlier this week NABET put
forward a statement of its position. A mediator is there to
try to reconcile the differences that still exist.

Mm. Lewis: Mr. Speaker, the minister did not quite
answer my question. This difficulty bas gone on for many
months and I should like to know from the minister
whether the parties are now meeting with the mediator
present, or are the talks stili continuing at arms length?

Mm. O'Connell: The latter is the current situation, Mr.
Speaker. The parties are meeting each other only through
the mediator, not jointly.

Mr. Lewis: Mr. Speaker, perhaps you will say this is a
representation, but I will try to word it s0 it is not. May I
ask the minister whether he is prepared to take steps now
to request or require the parties to meet with the mediator
present in continuing sessions, day and night, until they
reach a settlement, before the CBC is done irreparable
harm?

Mr. O'Connell: Mr. Speaker, I think all of us share the
concern about the length of the negotiations. At the same
time, the two parties must show a will to negotiate before
any useful measure of progress can be made.

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr. Speaker, in
view of the continued disruption of CBC services as a
result of the strike of its employees, and in view of the fact
the president of the CBC seems unable to deal with the
situation, is it the intention of the government to hasten
the departure of the president of that corporation in order
that new management may have an opportunity of
attempting to negotiate a settiement?

OPPORTUNITIES FOR YOUTH PROGRAM-MAXIMUM
NUMBER 0F PROJECTS TO BE APPROVED

I heard the minister's reply and I presumne that it is stili

possible for projeets to be accepted and that the respon-
sible persons will be notified without delay.
