THE FIRST REPORT OF THE CHIPPAWA BRANCH BIBLE SOCIETY.

FOR THE YEAR ENDING ocTOBER 6, 1841.

REPORT ADOPTED BY THE ANNIVERSARY MEETING, SIXTH OCTOBER, 1841.

Tue Crrerawa Braxcy Bisre Sqciery was constituted on the 29th Sept., 1840, and a Committee was then appointed
with power to add to their number, to capyy into effect the Rules and Regulations of the Sqciety.

It is now the design of your Committee to presept you with an outline of their Proaeoding- during the bygone year.
At their first meeting the Secretary was dimcad to write to the Bible Depository at Toronto, for Bibles and Testaments
of various prices, to the amount of £25 ; gnd at the same meeting, the Commjtjee divided the sphere of their operations in
this neighbourhood into sections, and appointed certain of their own number to visit these places, to solicit subscriptions
and donations for the Society, and to ascertain the wanis of the people relative to the Bible.

These Books were writtep for, apd in the mopth of November last, your Treasprer reccived (rom Toronto 83 Bibles,

~and 56 Testaments, of the valaeof £20 1s 4}d. carrency. - v ‘ . '
'As might be expected, some of :lm visiting members of your Committce were more successful than others in tl.o
cause of the Society, and without disparagement to any one, your Committce consider it their duty to make #pecial men-
tion of James Munro and John Campbell, of the 83d Regiment of Highlanders, and bpth of them Members.of Committce,
for their zoal, exertion and success, in behall of the Society, during their residence in this quarter.
The subscriptions and donations to the Society during the bygone ycar, smcunt to £15 1s. 1id, of which ycur
»  Treasurer has reccived £14 6s 1id Currency; apd therp is an arrcar still putstapdipg to the Society of 15s.

Your Depositary has sold during the year 43 Bibles and 87 Testaments ; apd your Committee have given gratis to
certain poor persong whg applied for them, 2 German Bibles, 5 English Bibles, and 1 English Testament.

Your Committce have the pleaspre pf reporting to the Society, that they have paid for the Bibles and Testaments re-
ceived from Torgnto, except a small balance of 1s 44d., which it was incopvenient to remit by post.

‘There is now in the hands of your Treasurer and Depositary the sum of £2 15s. 4id. in money ; and 34 Ribles and
18 Testaments of variqus prices of the value of £3 17s. 94d., making the stock of the Society at the date hepeaf, in
money, and books, and arrear, tqbe £]2 8s. 3d. Currency—Iless |s. 4id. ns abyve ; which in accoydance with the fifih
article of the Regulations of this Socicty, your Committce have sct apart.exclusively to the Parent Society, apd have
authorised the Treasyrer and Depositary for the time, und so soon as the bo.ks shall he sold, to forward the whale pro-
ceeds, with the money now in his hands and the arrear abovementioned when paid, to the Treasurer of the Parent So-
ciety, *to assist in translating the Holy Seriptures and supplying other nations with the Word of God,” recommending
when Books shall be sold amounting, with the cash now on hand, to'flive pounds Currency, that a remittance be then
made to the Parent Society. and that the balance be remitted when'the repaining Baoks are al| sold.

The sphere of your Compittee’s operations has beep considerably parrowed by the neighbowring Branch Bible Socie-
ties—yet within this narrowed limit there ismuch work for ihe Bociety to do. One of the most active nnd successful of
your Committee stated at one of their tings. that among eleven families he had visited, consisting of up'urdl of forty
reading persons, there were dnly ten Bibles. and that he had found one family of eight rending persans withaug 4 Bible.

~Here of itsell is a fleld for the Bible advoeate to work in, * for nuthing short of one copy far every individual wha
can road constitutes a full supply of'bibles for o (amily.” By ifthis ficld shall be considered too small fog us—The Bible causo
is not limited to any particular location. It has the wide world for n rang~. The operations of the Parent Sociely are
intended to be commensurate with the whole inhabited parts of the globe. &our Jommittee haye only begun the good work
gnkruis quarter—they hn\o.on'{cl.dd the fourdation. It will be the 3uty of sugeceeding Commitfags to, carry on and to com-
pléte the suporstrugture, till the head stone thereof shall be brought forth. '

Your Committoe now resign their trust back into your hands, and in doing so they desire publicly to record their de-
vout ?K);:w Divine Goodness, and their gratitude to Hiy who giveth liberally for the mulitude of his mercies. Their
