strike situation in Russia toock on a
very serious aspect today when armed

conflicts occurred in the streets and
resulted in the wounding of many
police, Cossacks and strikers.

Just outside the capital a passenger
train on the coast line to Finland was
held up by strikers. The engineer was

forced to quit the locomotive under |

threat of being shot and the passengers
all driven out of the cars. The strikers

engaged in this outrage numbered 300,
and they then proceeded to cut down
the telegraph poles and raise obstruc-
tions on the tracks. i

A detachment of Cossacks and
gendarmes arrived quickly on the scene
and drove off the strikers. Traffic
was then resumed, but every train was
convoyed by a locomotive with an arm~
ed esoort.

At Riga the strike movement ‘was
reported to be spreading, and -it. was
said that 40,000 man in that city had
struck work, while in many of the
other large cities®in all parts of the
empire thousands of men had left their
employment. ¢
