and found wanting, Take from it the
powerful support of the money-owning
and the money-changing classes, and ‘t
cain.ot stand for one day in any na-
tion in the world. It was fastened
upon the United States without dis-
cussion. There can be no sympathy
or co-operation between the advocates
of a universal gold standard and the
ac_lyocates ©of bi-metallism.

What is the test of honesty in
money ?¢ It must certainiy be found
in ‘the purchasing power of the dollar.

| An absolutely honest dollar would not

vary in its general purchasing power;
it would be absolutely stable when
meesured by average prices. A dol-
lar ‘which increases in purchasing pow-
er is just as dishonest as a dollar
wgich decreases in purchasing power,

It cannot be successfully claimed
that mono-metallism or bi-metallisma
or any other system gives an abso-
lutely just standard of, value. Under

both mono-metallism and bi-metallisin |

the government fixes the weight and
fineness of the dollar, invests it with
legal tender qualities, and then opens
the mints to its unrestricted coinage.
leaving the purchasing power of the
dollar to be determined by the num=-
“ber of dollars. Bi-metallism is better
than momo-metallism, not because it
gives us a perfect dollar, but because
it makes a nearer approach to stability,
|to honesty, to Jjustice, than a gold
standard possibly can. Any legislation
which lessens the world’s stock of
stapdard money _increases the ex-
ichangeable value of the.dollar; there-
fore the ‘crusade agalnst silver must
inevitably raise the purchasing power
of money and lower the money value
of all other forms of property.

Salaries In
business eoccupations depend upon
business conditions, and the gold stan-
dard both lessens the amount and
threatens the permancency of such
salaries.

«The professional classes,in the main,
derive their support from the produc-
ing classes, and can only enjoy pros-
perity when there is prosperity among
those who create wealth. Hence it
will be seen that a large portion of
those who may find some pecuniary
advantage in a gold standard will
discover that their losses excéed thelr
gains.”

When
Mr. Sherman describes contraction of
the currency as disastrous to all the
people, except the capitalists, out of
debt and those who stand in a posl-
tion similar to his, he is stating a
truth which must be apparent to
every person who will give the matter
careful consideration.

on the other hand the debtor ex-
ercises ‘the option, it is reasonable to
suppose that he will pay in the cheap-
er metal, if one metal is perceptibly
cheaper than the other; but the dee
mand thus created for the cheaper me-
tal will raise its price, while the less-
ened demand for the dearer metal will
lower its price. In other words, when
the creditor has the option, the metals
are drawn apart; whereas when the
debtor has the option the metals are
held together. Society is therefore in-
terested in having the option exer-
cised by the debtor. Indeed, there
can be no such thing as real bi-metal-
lism, unless the option is exercised by
the debtor. The right of the debtor to
chéose the coin in which payment shall
be made extends to obligations from
the Government as well as to con-
tracts between individuals. A Gov-
ernment obligation is simply a debt
due fromh .the people to one of the
people,.and it is impossible to justify
a policy whiéh makes the interests of
the ong- person who holds the obliga-
tion suberior to the rights of the many
who must be taxed to pay it.

It is assumed by some that green-
backs and treasury notes are respon-
sible fbr the recent ‘drain upon. the
,go}d reserve; but Mr. Bryan denied
this and declared that the true cause
was that they were redeemed at the
option of the holder of the notes and
not at the option of the Government.
iand it is tmpossible to estimate the
amount which may hereafter be issued
if this ‘policy is centinued. The Bank
of Trance exercises the right to re-
deem all bank paper in either gold or
gilver, and .yet France maintains the
pefity between gold and silver at the
ratio of 15 1-2 to 1, and retains in cir-
culation mote silver per capita than
we do in the United States.

There is an actual necessity for bi-
metallism, as well as theoretical de-
fence of it. The restoration of bi-
metallism in the United States will
take away from gold just so much of
its purchasing power as was added to
it by the demonetization of silver by
the United States. The silver dollar
is now held up to the old dollar by
legal tender laws and not by redemp-
tion in gold, because the standard sil-
ver dollar is now redeemable in gold,
‘either in law or by administrative
policy.
