Have Canada’s Gold, Silver and Gop
eper Come to the Front,

English Capltal is Tired of Forelgn Sceuri-
sies Which are Under the Bane of Polil-
tical Influcuce, and is Now Looking for
Investments in Good Mining Properties

The discovery of Canada’s vast and
widely distributed mineral resourcess
seems to have occurred just at the right
time. Such an important authority on
mercantile matters as The London, Eng.
Mining Journal 'is out with an edjtozial
stating that the tendency of capital will

hereafter be more and more towards
investments in mining enterprises, . in
reference to stocks and-other securities.
'he mining market is at the present
moment on a much more solid tounda-
tion than it has probably ever been be-
fore. The allusion is' more especially
to the change which has come over the
attitude of the public towards gold mines
as a whole. There are two causes which
have tended to modify the situation.
First, a feeling of unrest, which is con-
stantly kept alive by the influence of
international politiecs upon ' foreign
government and other bonds: and a
more intelligent appreciation of the
public as to the real character of minifig
investments. Ior a long time past the
financial market has been disturbed by
the eastern question, and the financial
disorganization of Spain, Portugal and
Italy, and the uncertainty as regards
South American stocks. In fact, The
Journn! goes on to say, the speculator
in foreign securities is so hedged in by
all sorts of dangers and pitfalls that it
is no wonder that he should be inclined
once more to give attention to mining
values, These (mining) seecurities are
the more promising just. now, in thut
they appear to offer what is entirely lack-
ing in the general class of international
stocks, that is to say, a profitable and
progressive field for the investment of
capital, They are less likely to fall
under the bane of  political influences,
the troubles - in:the Transvaal to th-
contrary -netwithstanding. -The ~rac
that gold and eopper mining is bein.
carried on in all parts of the world, by
means of improved and scientific
methods, and that the margin between
the cost of production and the value
of the metal reecovered is constantly
widening, ‘have -done much te stimulate
the contidence in these values, which
are becoming less and less the sport of
the professional operator.

As a resalt of the deception caused by
the economic policy of the Transvaal,
the industry was for a long time ne-
glected, but in nearly all’ the metalli-
ferous centres of the world there is
plenty of evidence of an early revival of
the mining enterprise.

So far as copper is concerned the out-
look is rendered encouraging by the
heavily increasing consumption of. the
metal and copper is capable of appreci-
ating largely in value still.

The Gain of Free Trado at Chinese Ports a
Grander Thing Than 8ir Michael Hicks-
Beach’s P:ojeet of Fighting to Open
One Port—The Premier is Master of His
Own House,

New York, Feb, 28.—The London cor-
respondent of The Herald discusses at
length *  the ' successful movemeuts
made by Lord Salisbury in the great
game of European diplomacy. The cor-
respondent says: “The political news is
all of victories of peace, and all those
victories arc Lord Salisbury’s. Yet the
greatest news has not yet been pub-
lished here hinting that there is dis-
cord in the Cabinet, due to the Right
Hon. Joseph Chamberlain's ambition and
the inability of such Liberal Unionists
as he and such Independent Conserva-
tives as Sir Michaei Hicks Beach to
barmonize with the blue-blooded leader
and Tory lieutenanc.

“Whether or not Lord Salisbury is
constitutionally incapable of righting,
even with his back against the wall,
he has won more without blows than
England's navy could have won, Whe-
ther or no he has made a compact with
t'he Queen to stave off war while she
lives, he has pulled England through
gome nasty passages with great glory in
the last fortnight.

wrasnaer ssing Than Fighting.

“I'he making of a loan with-China and
the gain of the fieedom to trade for sl
Chinese ports is a grander thing than
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach’s project of
fighting to open a single port. A still
greater gain is rivetting an Englishman
at the head of Chinese customs.! An-
other gain as great as either is the
dividing of the Chinese loan with Ger-
many and -the altered friendly tone of
the German press that has followed it.
Thig is saying nothing of the su-cessfiul
arbitration in the Nigerland imbroglio
with France.

“8ir Willlam Vernon . Harcourt, the
makeshift leader of the Opposition, - let
the cat out of the bag the other day
in a sentence which betrayed what all
Engzland bas been talking about in under-
tones, when he said, ‘Salisbury is sur-
rounded by advisers.who are trying to
force him .into a war.’ Sir William
Hareourt evidently referred to Mr.
Chamberlain and Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach.” It will be remembered it
was -~ Sir Michael Hicks-Bench,
who, before the opening of Par-
linment, said England “would protect the
freedom of Chinese trade even at the
length of war. Afterward it was whis-
pered he had no authoerity to use such
an expression, and that he digd so to force
Lord Salisbury’'s hand. The next hint
of a difference between the Tory leader
and the Liberal Unionists in the Cabinet
came when Mr. Chamberlain startled
Parliament with the news of the French
insult to the British flag in West Africa,
This set England aflame, but Lord Salis-

bury settled. the excitement in twenty:.

four hours with the declaration that all
was going fmicably with the French
and British negotiations in Paris.
Chamberiain’s Awmbition.
Friends and critics alike c¢redit the
member for West Birmingham with all
the ambition possessed by poor Randolph
Churchill, though no one wishes Mr.
Chamberlain such a fate as befell Lord
Rundolph' when he attempted to oppose
the same Gibraltar-like Premier who is
still at the head of the Government.
There are even whispers that Mr. Cham-
Lerlain has been defeated in the Cabinet,
especially in his project to impose a daty
on heet sugar in aid of the suffering
West India colonies. Rumors that Mr.
Chamberlain tendered his resignation
are abroad. T do not say this is true,
“At all events, Tord Salisbury is
master of his own house. Peace has
groater vietories than twar, and the Pre-
mier seems a true Napoleon of pa-ific
snccesses. Tt need not be inferred that
Mr. Chamberlain or Sir Michael Hicks-
Reach wishes for war. The most that
can be said is they share the popular
feeling that England must show a spirit
of dignity and insistence on her rights.
All England is solidly behind them to
that extent.
