New Licensing Aect.

London, Jan. 2.—The first notable
case under the new licensing act which
went into effect yesterday came up in a
London Police Court this afternoon,
when Sir Charles Allen Lawson, the
Anglo-Indian newspaper editor and
writer, applied for a summons against
Lady TLawson, whom he described as a
habitual drunkard. The summons was
granted.

The new act enables either a husband
or wife to secure a separation in the
case of habitual drunkenness, and al-
lows the police to arrest an inebriate
anywhere, except in a private house,
Whether disorderly or not. After con-
viction, drunkards are black-listed fce
the space of three years. If they at-
ternpt to obtain drink durihg that
period they are liable to a fine, while
the publican supplying them is fined
$00 for a first offence, and $100 for a
second offence.

Imprisonment is provided for drunk-
enness while in charge of a child under
seven years of age.
