¥ ONDON, Feb. 23.—Special despatches from Petrograd say that 
the Turks are evacuating Trebizond, the Russian advance along 

the Black Sea now being a day’s march from the port of Rizeh. 
A considerable force of Turks from Erzerum Is hastening toward 
Rizeh in the hope of finding the coast road open to Treblzond. The 
Russians are moving rapidly to cut off this force.

The only route now lett open to the Turks retreating westward 
Is Kharput, the despatches say, from where they might strike south­
eastward and Join the Turkish Bagdad forces by way of Dlarbekr.

A German train carrying guns and munitions to the Novo Alex- 
androvsk positions was wrecked and blown up a few days ago.

HERE are only two men who stood between me and the 
decorations and honors to which I was entitled.

that their victorious opening of the Caucasus campaign has 

already assured them five-sixths of Turkey. The men who make these 
statements are presumed to know the number of men whom the 
Grand Duke Nicholas has under his command, and they know that 
given the amassing of a sufficiency of forces a commensurate gain 
of ground is inevitable. ' The Russians are unrolling their lines in 
preparation for the making of a general advance, probably towards 
the west and Constantinople. As a preliminary they are mikjng for 
Trebizond and the Bagdad railway, and they will probably extend 
their left flank to the Syrian Desekt, while their right flank will be 
secure on the coast of the Black Sea, over w»liich they have gained 
fuU cflmmmd. Beyond Trebizond by the coastal route is Sinope, 
an important harbor and naval base, and they may shortly reduce 
this haven for the remnants of the Turkish fleet. >-

“The output, which has already 
been reached is very striking, but more 
important even that the material results 
is the magnificent spirit which prompted 
the men of the fleet to devote their leis­
ure moments to giving the men in the 
trenches such loyal and effective sup­
port.

“The fact also that the work Is being 
carried out by the men's own wish and 
without remuneration greatly enhances 
Its value.”
