Paris, Jan. 22—(By ' the Associated
New Bruaswick Men on Board

Press)—Sir Robert L. Bordeh gave to the
Associated Press last night the follow-
ing statement regarding the clecims of
Great Britain’s self-governing dominions
to a place in the league of nations as
autonomous nations of the imperial com-~
monwealth:—

“In the imperial war council of 1917 I
had the honor of moving in behalf of
Canada a resolution which was accepted
by the United Kingdom and the other
dominions and which declared that the
readjustment of the constitutional rela-
tions of the component parts of the Brit-
ish Empire should be based on the full
recognition of the dominions as autono-
mous nations of the imperial common-
wealth.

“The principle thus established has
been illustrated and carried into effect by
the peace conference in which the several
dominions have distinctive representa-
tion as members of the world-wide
Britannic commonwealth, which, in one
sense, is itself a league of nations.

“The resolution of 1917, to which I
have alluded, declared in emphatic terms
the right of each dominion to an ade~
quate voice in the foreign policy and for-
eign relations with which the proposed
league of nations is intimately and vital-
ly concerned.

“It is neither necessary nor d
forecast the exact method by
essential purpose shall be fu
framing the constitution of th
league.” !

By the freedom of the seas her great har-
bors will be opened to-all nations, instead
of being a monopoly to Eagland. Today
the harbors are empty and idle, solely
because Ireland, irrevpgably determined
ieed, era of self-
determination and. Ity that she will
suffer for domination “mo. longer,
every free nation to tuphold her national
claim to complete independence as an
Irish republic against the aryogant pre-
tentions of England, which were founded
on fraud and sustained by overwhelming
military occupation. :

“She demands to be confronted public-
ly with England at the congress of na-
tions, that the civilized world; having
judged between English wrong and Irish
right, may guarantee Ireland its perman-
ent support for the maintenance of na-
tional independence.”

According to the provisional constitu-
tion of the Irish republic legislative pow-
ers are to be vested in deputies elected
from existing parliamentary constituenc-
ies. The ministry will consist of a presi-
dent and four executive officers—secre-
taries of finance, home affairs, foreign af-
fairs and national defence. All revenues
will be raised on the vote of the Dail
Eireann. The constitution may be alter-
ed upon seven days notice.

Count Plunkett, Professor Edward De
Valera and Arthur Griffith will probably
be appointed Irish delegates to the peace
conference.

At the session yesterday Count Plunkett,
member of parliament, and one of the
leaders of the party, introduced, in a few
terse sentences, Charles S. Burgess, a
young man who acted as chairman, and
who made a short speech, which was
much applauded.
