Death of Mr. Ezra W. Gale.

Readers of the Gazerre will be surpris-
ed and pained to hear of the death of Mr.
E. W. Gale which took place at the house
of Wm Abell on the Manawagonish road
last midnight. Mr. Gale had suffered
from a complication of diseases for a
number of years but no one suspected
that his symptoms were immediately
dangerous. It had been his custom for
quite a period when incapacitated for
business to go to Mr. Abell’s for rest
and restoration and it was about a week
ago that he made his last journey to
that place. Mr. Gale owned a burial lot
in Greenwood where he had often ex-
pressed a wish that his remains should
be interred. A surviving sister in Mas-
sachusetts was communicated with by
telegraph this morning and arrange-
ments for the funeral will be made when
her reply is received.

Mr. Gale was born at Methuen, a few
miles from Lowell, Mass., and had the
advantage of a collegiate education. He
came to St. John soon after the close of
the war of the rebellion, with an elder
brother, in the interests of the Equitable
Insurance Co. of New York. His brother
removed to Montreal a good many
years since leaving the deceased in this
city where he was engaged in the insur-
ance business, up to the time of his
death. At one time he had an interest
in several vessels sailing from this port,
and under the administration of Presi-
dent Grant, he had the appointment of
vice-consul here which position bhe re-
signed immediately after the election of
Cleveland, declaring that his principles
would not permit him to hold office for
a day under a democratic administration.
Mr. Gale was intensly American inhis
feelings, for which he was respected rath-
er than otherwise, he never having seen
any reason why he should surrender his
allegiance to the land of his birth. His
figure was & most familiar one on the
streets of St. John, and one which once
seen was rarely forgotten. Though very
unobtrusive in his manner, he was one
whose cheerful and at the same time
venerable appearance excited among
strangers a curiosity as to his identity.
He was one of the most devoted dis-
ciples of the “gentle Izaak,” and there is
hardly a stream or lake in the province
where fishing is to be had, with which
he was not familiar. And on his excur-
gions to these lakes and streams he was
a most genial companion ; orie who was
never discc d by the occ ofa
storm, the leaking of a boat, or any one
of the petty annoyances to which the
sportsman is frequently subjected.
Mr. Gale was never married,
and his last hours, like those of many of
the years of his life, were passed at a
great distance from any of his kindred.
