Great Loss of Life in the Terrible
Disaster Off the Lizard
Yesterday.

Steans i.’s Machin r; Was Disabled
One of the Survivors Is
Interviewed.

and that she ran ashore and soon after-
wards - foundered.

One of the 116 passengers saved this
morning is a lady. All the suryvivors are
iu a pitiable condition and some of them
have been badly injured by the waves and
rocks, and are suffering. froln " bruises and
torn- and fractured limbs.-

It is ‘announced- from Port Hcustock,
Cornwail; that 45/ survivors of the Mohegan
have been recovered. Kourteen members
of the ‘crew of the Mohegan have been
tound alive on the rocks.

One survivor of tbe Mohegan, Mr. Geo.
Maule, -of New York, when interviewed,
nad sutficiently recovered to be able to tell
the story of the wreck. He said:

©] am-a “shipper of horses, emiployed by
the Atlant!c Transport Company. We left
London on Thursday anhd all went well un-
til 7 o'clock yeaterday evening. ‘Then most
ot the passengers were at dinner. Tke
steamer was going at full speed. and sud-
denly “we hefurd a loud crash, which seemed
Lo denote we had collided "with some ob-
ject. When we rushed on deck we found
the Mohegan was on the rocks between the
Manacles and Lowlands in the vicinity of
the Lizard.

“Urders were given to imined'ately lower
the boats, and the crew of the steamer
behaved like heroes. Her captain stood on
the bridge, and perfect order prevailed
among the oftivers and crew.

¥rom other sources it was learned that
the  Mohegan:sank about 20 minutes after
she ran on the rocks. Local seamen who
have heen questioned on the subject ap-
pear ‘unable to expliain how the Mobegan
got Into such a position. One of the pass-
engers among the 45 persons rescued by
the Fort Houstock lifeboat says just pre-
yYious cto the. Mohegan go'ng ashore he
thought the steamer nearer land tham
usual.

All the passengers were dining when the
catastrophe occurred, though Some of the
children, who were seasick, were in their
bunks. Suddenly the Mohegan struck with
a grating noise. At first it was thought it
wAaAs caused by coal faliing down in the
bunkers, but a second shock followed and
the vessel began to settle,

The coast guardsman
at Cove Rock says he noticed the Mohegan
was pursulng a dangerous course, bhut
was unable to do anything, as the choice
of Course was in the hands of her com-
mander.

Willam Moore,«a seaman of the Mohegan,
belonging to Lendou, was among the men
who succeeded in reaching Port Houstock.
He said- the vessel struck forward on the
starboard side of her bow and sank head-
first, the stern rising right up in the air.
Moore sprang overboard and, swimming
for some time, succeeded in reaching an
empty lifeboat belonging to the steamer
and started for shore. 'I'he sea was run-
ning heavily and the lifeboat nearly full
of water, but she escaped two .or three
rocks. Kventually, however, she was
smashed to pleces. He was afterwards
washed ashore,

Only the smokestack and foremast of
the ‘Mohegan can now be . seen above wa-
ter. ' ‘Reports received as 'to the number
of survivers are extremely ‘contradictory
even at this hour.

The steamer Mohegan, theu the Cleopat-
ra, arrived at New York on August 12 last,
on her maiden trip from lL.ondor. She had
been launched & few molths: before at the
yards of the Karles, ;at Hull, England.
She is a single screw rteel vessel, of  4,-

beam, and about 36 feet deep of hold. She
has, or had, accommeodation for 125 pass-
engers aund capacity for between 7,000 and
8,000 tons of freight and 700 cattle.

Mr, John Holmes, trade commissioner of
the New Zealand government, who was ap-
pointed to that position. at the unanimous
request of the trade bodies of the country,
\'has reached Montreal firom Great Britgin.
He explained to a reporter that his mis-
sion abroad was to proclaim to the differ-
ent countries the advantages of New Zea-
land as an agricultural country, also what
ey people huve to report and what they
are obliged to purchase from outside coun-
tries.
