Ths Canada Temporance Act. =

Referring to the Canada Temperance
Act, the Snowflale for January says:

In the nstory of the Dominion of Cana-
da, the year which is about to close will
be distinguished for three new events : a
new Governor-General, a new Govern-
ment, and a new Temperance Act. The
passing of this Act indicates progress on a
subject intimately connected with the
temporal well-being, and moral improve-
ment of the people. It is decidedly pre-
ferable to any other Temperance law that
has been passed, not only in its structure,
but inasmuch as it gives the sanction of
the supreme legislative authority to the
Prohibition principle, and will pievent

! He had made application this year to Thos.
| Parker, one of the assessors, but he was
informed that the list was fyled, and that
it was too late.

Before Confederation, the Parliament of |
Canada passed the Temperance Act of
1864, better known as the Dunkin Act,
which refers to the Provinces of Ontario
and Quebec only.

In Nova Scotia there is a License Law
providing that licenses shall be granted
only by the Beanch of Magistrates, on the
recommendation of the Grand Jury and a
petition of two thirds of the ratepayers in
the district in which the tavern is pro-
posed to be established.

The New DBrunswick Law provides that
no license shall he granted when the ma-
jority of the rate payers resident in a
parisi or municipality shall petition the
Municipal Council against issfiing any
license. This law, though in the statute-
book, has been declared uitra vires by the
Court of New Bunswick.

We shall notice one or two features of
the Dominion Temperance Act, which
were prepared in bchalf of the Govern-
ment by the Hon. Mr. Scott.

Ist. It applies to counties and cities—
The Dunkin Act was applicable to town-
ships, to small muuicipalities—to every
municipality, whether 1t was a village,
town, or city. It has been found of little
use to pass the Dunkin Act in a small
township when all the townships around
were without the operation of the law.
But when the Act is made applicable to a
larger aren, it can all the more easily be
enforced.

2nd. The Aet is brought in force
through the Governor-General, and not
through Municipal Councils, and, thus,
many difficulties formerly experienced are
removed.

3rd. Where the Act is desired, the sig-
nature of, at least, one fourth of the elec-
tors to a petition in favor of it, is neces-
sary, this petition to be forwarded to the
Governor-General, through the Secretary
of State. On receipt of this petition, His
Excellency issues a proclamation naming
the date on which the vote will be taken,
by ballot, throughout the city or county,
in one day. A majority of the electors
decides whether the law shall be adopted,
and the decision -is unalterable, for three
years.

4th. The Act prohibits the common
sale of intoxicating liquors, but. affords
opportunities for obtaining wine for sacra-
mental use, and liquors for medicinal or
manufacturing purposes. A person who
sells or keeps for sale liquor is liableMg a
fine of 850 for the first offence, $100
the second, and two months imprisonmen:
for the third.
