U-20, one of the newest under-water 
craft. This evening, however, it was

As In the case of other submarines 
sunk, the Admiralty gives no details, 
beyond the mere fact that the des­
troyer rammed her. Thlg makes the 
fifth submarine sunk by British war­
ships. but it Is believed In London 
that as many more have been sunk 
by merchantmen, or met with acci­
dents.

So far as the operations In the Dar­
danelles are concerned, the most sig­
nificant news Is that the super-dread­
nought Queen Elizabeth has entered 
the Straits and commenced to bom­
bard the forts in the Narrows by di­
rect lire. It Is considered very cer­
tain that Vice Admiral Garden would 
not allow his biggest ship to pass the 
entrance unless it was fairly safe.

Further evidence that the forts in 
the Narrows have suffered severely 
is contained In despatches from Ath­
ens, which say that two battleships 
ventured right Into the Narrows dur­
ing the night to protect the vessels 
engaged in mine-sweeping there. 
These despatches report that the Killd 
Bahr and «renkeui batteries have 
been badly damaged, and that the fire 
of the Turkish forts is becoming wea­
ker.

Some experts believe that all the 
forts in the Narrows should be de­
molished within two weeks, after 
which It would he smoother sailing 
for the ships, as most of the guns are 
concentrated In that part of the

London. Mar. 10—Balked at other 
points, the Germans are making an­
other attempt to break through the 
Russian line of fortresses In Northern 
Roland. They are advancing from 
KhorJele. on the East Prussian fron­
tier, along the Orzyc river, and by the 
goads leading southward to Przasnysz. 
This Mb one of the routes the Germans 
took Sin their great rush from East 
PrnasWi In February, which finally 
pnded in their defeat.

For their new attempt they have 
brought up troops which have been 
operating in the region of Grodno, and 
eome of the new army which has been 
training since the outbreak of the war 
In the Interior of Germany.

The point selected for the attack is 
the most favorable along the East 
Prussian front, for the splendid rail­
way evetem can bring troops and their 
supplies to the border, from which 
good roads lead to Przasnysz. A big 
battle is developing in this region, 
while one of almost equal Importance 
Is In progress further north.

As foreshadowed by The Standard, 8irWilfrid moved an amend­
ment attacking the government along the lines of the British Prefer­
ence. This Is a trick attack. ,There Is to be no decrease in the British 
Preference. There will be a general Increase in the tax rate» but the 
British Preference will remain the same aa It was before the war tax 
became necessary. Sir Wilfrid, It la known, did not favor moving an 
amendment along these line* as the falsity of the argument only re­
quires to be pointed out to be realized by the dullest wltted, but at the 
result of long conferences on the subject the western Liberal free tra­
ders have managed to coerce the rest of the party and finally the Oppo­
sition leader gave way. At all coats the Liberals must appeal to the 
free trade section of the west in view of an election, for there Is no 
support awaiting them elsewhere except in Quebec, and even that will 
be divided.

What has the Liberal railway pol­

icy done? Why, as Mr. White pointed 
out, the difference between Mr. Field­
ing's estimate of the cost of the Na­
tional Transcontinental Railway and 
the actual cost would pay the entire 
cost of this war so far as Canada is 
concerned up to the end of next year.

Paris, Mar. 10 -The treatment of 

French civilian prisoners, men, wom­
en and children at the hands of the 
Germans is the subject of a report 
Issued by the Foreign Office today.

This report is the work of a stand­
ing committee appointed by the 
French government to inqurie Into al­
leged violations of International law. 
It relates that, about 10,000 French­
men, women ad children had been re­
turned from Germany to France prior 
to February 18, afterTtaving been held 
as prisoners of war In German terri­
tory. These were the prisoners quest­
ioned by the members of the Investi­
gating committee. The only men 
among them were over sixty years of 
age, or boys under seventeen.

The invectlgators cite in detail a 
number of alleged Instances 
treatment and suffering.* The declara­
tions of Individuals questioned by 
them show a remarkable accord.
