VON BERNHARDI 
IN DEFENCE 

OF EX-KAISER

Says His Only Guilt Was in 
Not Beginning the War 
Early Enough.

Berlin, Saturday. May 17.—(Corres­
pondence of the Associated Press.)— 
General Friederich von Bernhardi, the 
military writer, under the tit'e 
"Kaiser Wilhelm and Responsibility 
for the War," declares that the former 
Emperor's only guilt was in not begin­
ning the war early enough, when’his 
opponents were not equipped. He says 
ot the Kaiser:

“To the last moment he believed 
Russia would surrender its inimical 
intentions, and England would not 
take part in the fighting. In this belief 
he negotiated to that end and only 
with difficulty could be induced to take 
up the gauntlet that had been thrown 
down to him."

General von Bernhardi admits, how­
ever, that certain personalities influ­
enced the Kaiser's assumption of the 
gauntlet.

On 
passing these examinations the candi­
dates are entitled to practice their 
profession in every province of Can­
ada with the exception of Quebec.
