, „ The Inva­

sion of our territory brought about 
the unity of «11, without distinction, 
but the problems are too complex ; 
there are too many interests, tradi­
tions and organizations and they will 
not submit to mere silence.

"The unanimous feeling of the na­
tion Is necessary to win peace. It will 
therefore, be the first duty of our gen­
eration to appeal to the people, to en­
lighten their conscience, to shape their 
opinions and to obtain their support af­
ter due reflection.

"The huge French efforts, which 
our dead have left behind—ad which 
we can not shirk without offending 
their memory—will first of all be a 
sustained effort of material 
struotion ; not merely the reconstruc­
tion of those regions of France which 
have been destroyed by war, but of 
the whole of France. The equipment 
of our country for this 
struggle is unworthy of us and un­
worthy of our future. This victory 
must be created at once; our railways 
must be electrified and loans for na­
tional equipment must be floated.

"It is, however, most important that 
the nation, while clearly understand­
ing the great weight of the task should 
not be alarmed unduly. Figures 
after all, conventional to a certain de­
gree, and the true value of a billion 
today is only half of what It was 20 
years ago. All the same we shall have 
to pay great suras, and France will 
pay only according to justice, just as 
she fought only for justice.

"Everyone must, in justice, pay ac­
cording to his means. In order to 
place the fiscal system of justice on 
a proper foundation two principles 
must be kept In view—to tax the 
small fortunes most fairly and tax 
the big ones progressively. When the 
big ones shall pay, as they do in 
America, 60 and 70 per cent, then the 
small ones will pay more willingly 
and if the money comes the rest will 
be simplified namely: the consolida­
tion of the floating debt, restriction 
of paper appeals to our national 
credit and the help which we must 
receive from foreign countries.

“Before the complete reform it Is 
the finances the country Is proving 
already, month by month, Its good will 
and its capacity for paying what Is 
necessary, for we can see right now 
that taxes will bring in this year more 
than ten billion 
contemplate the present, we refuse to 
despair of the future.

"France finds in the treaty which 
she has just signed a large perspective 
in the frame of the League of Nations 
in which she sees clearly the future 
formula of international relationship.
