its Growth Checked and Its Reduction :

Begun.

The minister spoke of the country’s
debt. Tfhe Conservatives rolled it up at
the rate of $6,500,000 a year, and he 1e-
wunted the Curren bridge, the Mec-
Greevy scandal and okhers whidh sghowed
how scme of that debt came to be rolled
up. These cases had been proved. But
during the four years of Liberal rule
Lonest government had been given. The
Liberal increase of debt had not been
one-th'rd as great as theirs.

Profits by the Preference — Nationa

Policy a Failure.

In the compaign of 1295 onc of the issues
brought before the people was that the
natioral poiicy had 1€ 1cved the people of
extrao:dinary burdens not requircd by the
necessities of the 1eve . ue. The cbject of
the national policy wa: to give to the
manufacturer and the farmer a home' mar-
kot. That was the object of the national
policy in 1879. That object was not reach-
ed in 1806. Now, 1 lay befcre you a posi-
tion which dczs not appear in discwion,
that there is no rcform so difiicult of op-
cration as the reform of a pretective tamii.
We had to look into that, and look into
that carefuly. If we had jntroduced re-
forms all over the tariff, without locking
at the comsequences, it is prebabi: that
tiis country would have been flooded by
American goods, and our manufaciur.r:
would have had a severe strugzle before
them.

But, scanning the whole field, we found
that if we were to give a prefrence  to
British products, the manufaciurers would
not be injured, and the con-umers wou'd
have the beneiit, of that preference. Now
have not our predictions been verified ?
The manufacturais of Torento, of Ontario,
of Canada, have never been 0 }Tospe:-
cus as they are at the present time.

And the consumer has the advantage of
the reduction, because, whether the con-
sumer buys the English product, or
wheilver he buys the Canadian product or
whether he buys the American product,
he buys it at the price of the British pro-
duct, determined by the British prefex-

A Fight in Jagersfortein.

The Boers lost
their commandant and twenty killed.
Kelly-Kenny despatched a celumn under
Hughes-Hallet, which should reach Jagers-
fontein todey.

Kruger Afioat.

Lorenzo Marquez, Oct. 19-—Mr. Kruger
was taken secretly on board the Dutch
cruiser Gelderland at 5 o’clock this morn-
ing. 'The vessel will take Mr. Kruger to
Holland. The reason given for Mr. Kru-
ger's embarkation was that he feared the
Boers here would attack him. The feeling
of the refugees against Kruger for fleeing
from the country is very strong. He left
the governor's house in a hired carriage
accompanicd by the governer. The party
drove through the custom house and em-
barked from the customs pier instead of
from the passenger jetty. It is reported
that the Gelderland will sail tomorrow.

The local railroad authorities have been
instructed to hand over to the British
all the rolling stock of the Netherland
Railroad.

A Grand ldea.

Dublin, Oct. 19—Mr. John J. Claney has
given notice that he will move at the next
meeting of the corporation that the free-
dom of the city be conferred upon ex-Pres-
ident Kruger.

Suspect a Conspiracy.

Wilkesbaree, Pa., Oot. 19—The strike
leaders here are growing suspicious that
there is some kind of an agreement ber
tween the coal companies by which they
expect to break up the miners’ union.

The operators who participated in the
conference at Scranton on Thursday say
they are acting in good faith. That the
offor they have made the men is the best
that can be made at this time and the
miners may as well undemstand now as
later. that there will be no further con-
cossions.

Declined a Fifth Year in St. Stephen.

St. Stephen, Oct. 19— (Special)—Hev.
