GRAND FALLS.

Grand Falls, May 2—Charles Curless in-
tends to appeal his case against the town
of Grand Falls, recently tried in the Vie-

toria County Court, to the Supreme Court.
The jury awarded the plaintiff $36 dam-
ages, and intended in answer to the ques-
tion submitted to them by ithe court to
find in favor of the plaintiff,but the judge
ordered a verdict to be entered for the
town.

About 2 o’clock Sunday afternoon the
Episcopal church in New Denmark was
completely destroyed by fire, entailing a
loss exceeding $6,000. The edifice was in-
sured for $700. The manse and Sunday
school building adjoining the church were
saved undamaged. The energetic pastor,
Rev. C. E. Maiman will proceed to form
plans for the erection of a mew church
without delay.

FREDERICTON.

Fredericton, N. B., May 2—(Special)—
The city council, at a lengthy meeting to-
might, gave out the street lighting con-
tract and made a number of appointments.
There has been a desire to econémize on
the lighting bill, and two days ago the
Qighting superintendent, W. H. McGinn,
was told that a change in operators was
to be made. He has had the help of a
fireman and a lineman and the combined
salary list of all three was $1,950 a year.
He was asked to put in a tender for the
work, and he offered to do it for $1,950,
the city to supply all material. W. Allen
Staples, of St. John, tendered for $1,600,
and Harry D. White, of Fredericton, for
$1,560. Mr. White’s tender was accepted,

and this means practically that Superin-
tendent McGinn is dismissed by the city.

The salary of J. W. McCready, city
clerk, was increased from $550 to $630 a

year.

Harry T. Rutter, who has been acting
chief of the fire department, avas appointed
chief at $150 a year, and Wm. M. Clark,
captain of the hose company, was made
assistant chief. John B. Hawthorn and
A. H. Wood were also applicants for the
latter position.

Ald. Geo. Ross was appointed building
and fire inspector at $150 a year. This va-
cates his seat as St. Ann’s ward repre-
sentative, and an election will be held
May 22. 'Ald. Ross has been three years
at the council board.

A. E. Hanson was given the contract to
run two water carts at $2 a day.

A grant of $75 was made to the ¥red-
ericton Brass Band for open air concerts
during the summer.

Robert Hamilton was Teappointed care-
taker of the old burial ground. R. W.
Gregory, who at one time held the posi-
tion, was again an applicant, but was de-
feated five votes to four.

J. H. Barry, L. C. McNutt and others
petitioned against the establishment of a
private hospital in Brunswick street by
Mrs. Daniel Richards, and the matter was
referred to a special committee.

Rev. Dr. Moore, of Ottawa, secretary of
the anti-tuberculosis association, addressed
the High School and Normal School stud-
ents here this afternoon.

The river is rising slowly, has come up
about a foot here since Saturday, but the
outlook is not good from the lumbermen’s
wviewpoint.

DORCHESTER

Dorchester, N. B, May 2—The April
circuit court opened here today at 2
o’clock, Chief Justice Tuck presiding.

The following is the criminal docket:

King vs, Howard Briggs, charged with
assault with intent to do grievous bodily

harm, A. B. Copp, M. P. P, for crown;
D. I. Welsh, defending.

King vs. James Penny, charged with lar-
ceny, A. B. Copp for crown; undefended.

King vs. George Cameron, charged with
larceny; Copp for crown; James C. Sher-
ren defending.

In case of King vs. Howard Briggs the
grand jury returned a “‘true bill” on the
seven counts in the indictment.  The pris-
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oner at once pleaded guilty and was sen-
tenced to three years in the penitentiary.

"Thig is the case of assault with murderous

intent on Chief of Police Tingley, Monec-
ton.

The grand jury returned “true bills” in
each of the three remaining cases on the
docket. In the case of- King ve. James
Penny, the prisoner pleaded guilty, and
was sentenced to three months in the
county jail,

In the case of King vs. Joseph Pedro
the prisoner entered a plea of guilty and
got three months in the county jail. Thesé
two cases were in connection with break-
ing and entering the tool house on the I.
C. R. section, and stealing therefrom cloth-
ing, etc.

In the final case on the docket the
King vs. George Cameron, charged with
the larceny of twelve cents from two emall
boys, the prisoner admitted his guilt and
got three months in the county jail. This
finished the criminal docket. Some ecivil
cases will be tried tomorrow.
