B8 A ddress ROTHCHILD MPG, CO, Station D, N. ¥,

TERRIBLE SUFFERINGS OF A SHIP'S
CREW DORING A STORM.

APILOT’3DEVOLION TODUTY

—

One Man Itead, the Otherxrs Taken to o
EEospitni.

New Havew, Conn., Usc. 27,—Last Satur-
day afterooon the bark Mohawk, of Qusbsc,
Captain Oroseland, left Now York for Oal-
cuatta, 1zsden with ofls In casses. Her crew
conslsted of a captaln, three mates, two etow.
ardd and thirteen sailors. The eallora wora
ali foreiguers, and inoinded Japanese, Nor-
wegisng, Frenchmen, Germans and natives of
Oceanica. Captaln Orossland, a bright-eyed,
curly-hafred Englishman, only twenty.s'x
years of age, decided to take the Long
Island Bound coures to the ocesa bacanss he
feared the Mobawk’s masts wounld etriae the
East Blver Bridge It he attempted to reach
the North River, and his vessel passed
through Hell Gate at sundown Baturday In
tow of the tug boat Willlam P, Thompson.
A dark, cold winter night shut down before
the bark was colear, of Exscution Kock Light;
and Pilot Jobn O'Brles, of the Hell Gato and
Long Island Sound sorvice, declded to hold
on the tug till the vessel waa woll started
down the Boond, By the time the tug was
let go the crew had managed to get the two
topsails, the fore and msin etaysalle, jlb and
epanker npon the crafr, and with this spread
of csnvas the bark scudded ewlitly before the
increasing gnle, Lowersnd lowsr fell the
mercury. Only for a fow ralnutes st a time
could any of tae forelgan sallors tend the helm;
and, when relleved at the ond of every ten
minates, they postessed stiffened lHmba and
aching taces. Thedsrknesaappeared to keep
pace with the cold; for hours not alight was
seen, and Pllot O'Brlea was oblig '
entirely on hls memory and instin
in doep water.

ELOWLY FROBT-BITTEN,

The Bunday morning down wai .
with doep anxlety by the crew of l1i .
tressed vesgel; but day, when it d /31
only Increased thelr euffering, The wind
hauled to the northward and blew a biting,
fcy blizzard, wille & fog, both dense and
yellow, rose from tho water aad hid every-
thing from view. The pilot caicnlated that
he was mldway betwcen Cornfiald Light and
Fanlkuers Island, but in bis uncertainty he
decided to change his couree; and hove the
vohawk to. The sbriekiog, plerclog blast
wads necessary the constant changing of the
leok-out on the topgallant forecastle, Thke
wind continued to vesr {o tho eant, gathering
strength aad bitternesa every hour. The
pliot then headed bls charge to the westward,
At first he trted to make New London har-
bor, but sfter useless efforts to catch a
glimpse of some famillar mark, ho re-
solved to bend overy eneig? to reach-
ing New Haven.
were then 1n a pitiable condition from fatigue
and exposure. Tho ship was glazed with Iced
#now, and whenever & hand touched, or at-
tempted to pull u rops, the skln was blitten
with the frost.

Nine men clambersd up
the frosted foru rigglog, and ont on the arms
of the foreyard ; thoy gnawed at the gaskoty
with thelr teeth to ald thelr henumbed fizgers
in prying the knots. Gradually the gesketa
loogened aunder their falthtul and persevsring
efforte, but there appeared to be one spot
where the sallor at work bad made no pro-
gress. The officer on deck, Arthur Bcomon,
crawled up to see what the trouble was, He aaw
that the sallor, who was a Japanese named
Soneyeta Okeeche, was either asleep or dead,
The next Instant Okeeche fell to the deck, a
distauce of twenty.five feet, but lingered for
nearly five bours {n {ntense pain bsfore he
died. Bhortly aiterward land wag descried
through the fog and the anchor oast.
TORRIBLE BUFFERING.

The sufferings of the crew did not begin in
earnest until the weather moderated in the
gnow gtorm on Monday morning, Every-

He potified the authorities, and to-day the
tug Avery, with Coroner Bellman and Med!-
cal Examiner White, visited the bark and
brought the crew to the hospital in this city.
