convoking and by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on THuRsDAY, the
Fourta day of the month of OcroBER next, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of
Canada, at Our City of OrTawa, there to tage into’ consideration the state and
welfare of OQur said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary.
